National Bank are owners of said thirty-six feet. If this
is not -the case, the above action is null and void. The
plan was approved as submitted except that the wall around
the edge of the souffch end of the parking lot must be extended
to the point of tangency on the east side of the property.

He stated the present
plat and lot sizes therein were too small, were not arranged
properly for residential use, and that he desired to vacate the
old plat and replat the property which would increase the lot
sizes to approximately 16,000 square feet per lot except for a
few lots* Present lot sizes are laid out in approximately 12,000
square foot lots* Sewer and water permits have been issued and
roads will be blacktopped. Owners of the property are Savoy
Investment Company and Lawrence and Gerald Sukenic. Mr. Sukenic
was advised to prepare a written petition for the zoning change
requested and file the same with the clerk. In the meantime
the matter will be taken under advisement by the zoning board.

Messrs. Boyer and Booth reported on the conference with "Vilican-
Leman and Associates, planning consultants, held last Saturday,
January 9? I960. After discussing the respective offers of
Geer Associates and Yilican-Eeman and Associates to prepare a
general development pland for Bloomfield Township and the charges
for the same,Mr. George Booth moved that the Zoning Board recommend
to the Township Board that the firm of Vilican-Leman and Associates
be hired by the Township as planning consultants to assist the
Zoning Board in preparing a final development plan and revising,
the present zoning ordinance. Mr. Andrew Snively seconded the
motion which was unanimously carried.

Mr. Boyer was instructed by the chairman to prepare an appropriate
resolution in writing embodying the basis and detailed content
of the aforesaid motion to the Township Board on January 25> I960.
(Attached hereto is the resolution regarding employment of planning
consultants).

The chairman advised the next meeting date of the Zoning Board would
be Monday, February 1, I960 at 8:00 o'clock p.m.

Upon motion duly seconded the meeting was adjourned at 11:45 a.m.

WHEREAS, the members of the Bloomfield Township Zoning Board
"believe that the present Zoning Ordinance for the Bloomfield
Township needs major revision in scope and consent to adequately
provide for an integrated and properly planned community development
program now and in the future, and

WHEREAS, the Zoning Board believes it is to the best interests
of the township to engage the services of professional planning
consultants to assist the Zoning Board in the preparation and
study of a general plan for community development in Bloomfield
Township and make appropriate recommendations for changes and
additions in the Zoning Ordinance and the development of a Master
Plan for the township, and

WHEREAS, the Board has reviewed the respective offers of Geer
Associates, 21 E. Long Lake Road, Bloomfield Hills, Michigan, and
Yillican-Leman and Associates, Inc., 29621 Northwestern, Southfield,
Michigan to provide planning consultant services on a fee basis to
the Zoning Board as contained in letters to said board dated
December 15, 1959 and December 21, 1959 respectively, and

WHEREAS, each firm has appeared before the Zoning Board at
separate meetings to discuss and present the scope of services
offered, the need for a general development plan, and the basis
of charging for usuch services, and

It is covenanted and agreed between the parties hereto that:

1. In consideration of the faithful and -workmanlike

performance of the services required as hereinafter set forth,

:he Township will hire the Consultant for a period estimated at

:wo (2) years commencing on t^j-t^^tv / I960, and in

.ccordance with the Schedule indicated in the attached EXHIBIT A;

.d pay the Consultant the sum of Thirteen Thousand Two Hundred

$13,200.00) Dollars, payable, at the rate of Five Hundred and

Fifty ($550.00) Dollars per month, said payments to be paid on

:he last Friday of eaCh month.

2. The Consultant for its part will make the studies as

enumerated in EXHIBIT A, and under the major headings, namely:

A. Master Plan Studies

B. Continuing Referrals
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3. A Principal of the Consultant will, in addition, meet with the

Zoning Board one evening each month during each one (l) year period

of this Agreement, and conduct Study Meetings concerning the Master

Plan elements and Zoning Ordinance; will suggest methods for citizen

participation so as to educate the public as to the value of the Master

Plan; will pay for all postage and mileage expenses between the Munic-

ipality and the office of the Consultant out of the remuneration mentioned

above; will furnish copies of its recommendations to the Zoning Board;

and will work with and be responsible to the Zoning Board in so far as

the studies in paragraph 2 above are concerned,

4. It is understood that the Township will furnish the Consultant

all existing basic data and maps needed to undertake and complete the

studies itemized in EXHIBIT A, such as:

(a) Base maps (dimensioned, showing all parcels)

(b) Mapped utilities, if any (existing and proposed)

(c) Aerial photos

(d) Studies completed to date

(e) All other such data as may be made available

by the Township

5. It is understood and agreed between the parties hereto that

within the remuneration above stated the following services are not to

be provided by the Consultant:

A. Sitting as expert city planning witness in court cases

involving the Township.

B. Attending public hearings on other than the Master Plan

elements and Zoning Ordinance as developed by the

Consultant.
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Provided, however, that if the above services are required, the

Municipality will pay the Consultant the sum of Twenty ($20. 00) Dollars

per hour or a minimum of Eighty ($80. 00) Dollars per day, whichever

is greater, for acting as expert witness in court cases involving the

Municipality, and attending public hearings; such payments to be in

addition to the payments mentioned in paragraph 1. The payments under

this paragraph will be the same even though more than one member of

the Consultant is present.

6. The Consultant agrees to present all recommendations in

writing, and present all Master Plan elements in mapped form so as to

have a mapped Master Plan which may be used as a guide for the general

development of the Township. Twenty-five (25) copies of all major Master

Plan studies will be presented to the Zoning Board for their distribution.

Additional copies and prints will be furnished at cost plus 50%, not to ex-

ceed fifty (50) copies.

7. The Township has examined the Outline of Study for Master

Plan Programming, as presented in EXHIBIT A, and approves of same.

The parties hereto understand and agree that same is an outline only,

and is not deemed an absolute guide, and shall be followed in that order

as shall best serve the interests of the Township.

8. As hereinbefore stated, this Agreement shall terminate at

the expiration of two (2) years from jnUluLtj~&jtt-*-, s I960 unless theZJ-8jJ*-J-.

Township or Consultant shall violate any of the covenants, agreements,

or stipulations of same, in which event either party shall have the right

to terminate this agreement upon the giving of thirty (30) days notice in

writing of the fact and time of such termination to the other party. In

event of notice of termination as provided herein, the Consultant shall

receive compensation for services to date of termination, and the Township
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shall be entitled to retain and use the results of all studies and recom-

mendations to the date of termination. All original tracings prepared

by the Consultant shall remain the property of the Consultant.

The Consultant agrees that it will at all times during the life of

this Agreement perform its work to the very best of its ability, and in

accordance with the highest standards for work of this nature, and will

diligently pursue this work to the end that the program as indicated in

EXHIBIT A of this document would be completed not later than two (2)

years from the date of this Agreement.

A well conceived community development program is needed to guide
sound growth and to provide wisely for the future needs of the Township
of Bloomfield. Without such a program and active citizen participation
to make it a reality, unfavorable trends are likely to develop and to get
beyond control, bringing about disastrous losses and introducing blight-
ing effects.

The degree of elaboration of the studies needed in developing a compre-
hensive Master Plan will vary with the problems faced by the community.
Following, however, are the phases which will be investigated in pre-
paring the general development plan for the Township of Bloomfield.

1. Neighborhood Unit Facilities Plan

a. Land Use Needs by Type
b. Neighborhood Concept
c. Existing Schools and Recreation Facilities
d. Density of Population
e. Future Land Use Plan

2. Commercial Base Analysis

a. Existing Commercial Land Use Analysis
b. Market Analysis
c. Proposed Plan for Commercial Land Use

3. Re-evaluation of Zoning Ordinance

a. Zoning Text

b. Zoning Map

B. CONTINUING REFERRALS

The following services are extended to carry out the Master Plan:

1. Meet with the Zoning Board in 12 meetings per year in the
nature of Study Meetings covering Master Plan development.
This will include joint meetings with the Township Board.

2. Review all preliminary subdivision plats presented to the Zoning
Board for approval.

3. Review all rezoning requests presented to the Zoning Board.

The Master Plan program, to have merit, will introduce, at critical
points of timing, tentative recommendations to guide needed action that
cannot be set aside until the plan is completed. This procedure will af-
ford the Township of Bloomfield an active planning program, guiding its
growth in a sound manner.

Mr. Bartlett wishes to go on record as saying he felt that the lots
were not up to the standard of the surrounding area. However, the
lots are up to Township requirements with water and sewer.

The petition of Jamie Martin representing a property owner at the
corner of Millington and Woodward Ave., was again reviewed. Action
was postponed until further discussion could be had with Vilican-
Leman.

' Mr. Wise, representing Westchester Development requested permission
for rezoning from residential to commercial the SE corner of Maple
and Lahser.

Discussion was held and referred to ¥ilican-Leman for recommendation.

Mr. Bollinger appeared before the board with a request for an
ordinance prohititing motor boats on Island, Long Lakes, Wing and
others where desired. It was suggested that Mr. Bollinger write
up an ordinance and present it to the board so as to get an opinion
on same.

Mr. Bartlett reported on the soil conservation study. He reported
that by 1965 all township will be tested. However, as sewers will
be available in the near future in Bloomfield, we do not feel it
would be necessary for our particular township.

"be erected upon premises and they shall not exceed fifteen (15)
feet in height.

5. Such parking area shall "be situated on premises which have
an area of not less than six thousand (6,000) sq_8 ft and
shall "be contiguous to a Commercial 1 Zone. Parking Area
may "be approved when adjacent to such area as Commercial I
Zone or on the end of a "block where lets front on a street which
ig, perpendicular to that street servicing the Commercial I Zone
There may "be a private driveway or public street or public
alley "between such "P-I" Zone and a Commercial I Zone.

68 Application for P-I District use shall "be made to the
Township Zoning Board "by submitting a layout of the area
requested for "P-I" use.
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PARKING LAYOUT, ENTRANCE AED EXIT

Such off-street parting lots shall be laid out, constructed and
maintained in accordance with the following standards and regulations.

1. All spaces shall be laid out in the dimension of nine by
twenty (9x20) feet (exclusive of the following item 2)

2. All spaces shall prdvide adequate access by means of
maneuvering lanes. Backing directly on to a street
shall be prohibited.

3. Adequate ingress and egress to the parking lot by means
of clearly limited and defined drives shall be provided
for all vehicleSo

4. Plans for the layout of the parking lot shall show a
total dimension across two (2) tiers of spaces and one
(l) aisle (maneuvering lane) of at least the following
for the various patterns:

a. A 90 degree Pattern - Sixty (60) feet of two (2) tiers
of spaces and one (l) aisle (maneuvering lane), with
the minimum aisle being twenty (20) feet in width. This
minimum aisle width shall permit one way traffic movement.

b* A 60 degree pattern - Fifty-five (55) feet for two (2)
tiers of spaces and one (l) aisle (maneuvering lane),
with the minimum aisle being fifteen (15) feet in width.
This minimum aisle width shall permit one-way traffic
movement.

c. A 45 degree pattern - fifty (50) feet of two (2) tiers
of spaces and one (l) aisle (maneuvering lane), with
the minimum aisle being twelve (12) feet in width.

Such facilities shall "be drained so as to dispose of all
surface water accumulated in the parking area.

LIG-HTING

Any lighting used to illuminate any P-I District off-street parking
area shall not exceed twenty (20) feet in over-all height above
ground level and shall "be so installed as to confine the light
downward on the parking area only.

APPROVAL AND MODIFICATION

1. The Board of Appeals, upon application "by the property
owner of the parking area, may modify the yard and wall
requirements where, in unusual circumstances no good
purpose would "be served "by compliance with the requirements
of this section.

2. In all cases where a wall extends to an alley which is a
means of ingress and egress to a parking area, it shall "be
permissa"ble to end the wall not more than the ten (10) feet
from such alley line in order to perm it a wider means of
access to the parking area.
