Mr. Scott reported that the discussion with the health department indicated fecal and
non-fecal coliform count was higher in Pulte settling basin Bennington Green, at this
time. However, the test to separate fecal from non-fecal is very costly and had not
been done. This test is the distinguishing factor between contamination or

non- contamination.
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Mr. John C. Siegesmund and Mr. John Rumsey, representing the Township Library Board
appeared to discuss the proposed continuation of Timberlake Road. Mr. Siegesmund
discussed the desirability of this road and presented their arguements in favor of
such construction. The Library Board feels that a projected volumn circulation of
40,000 volumns per month indicated the need for additional access to the Library as
essential. Al consulting and advisory opinions encourage such an accessory road.
Mr. Donald O'Toole, 1001 Timberlake, representing Lone Pine Road Estates Subdivision,
presented petitions signed by residents of same, protesting said construction of
road. They feel the construction is a wasteful expenditure of the taxpayers money
will not benefit to the use and enjoyment of the library and will not furnish the
desired access to the library. Mr. William King, 3810 Laneldke Road, also presented
the following arguements against proposed extension of Timberlake: Considerable
widening of road to facilitate traffic would cause loss of many trees, drainage of
storm sewer would be made into Gilbert Lake possibly decreasing the purity of the
lake, increased traffic winding through maze of subdivision streets, increased traffic
would create need for additional policing of private beach area on Gilbert Lake.

of the several townships by $ill of sale dated from the
City National Bank, Trustee, such water system hereinafter called the Hammond Lake
Water System, and

WHEREAS The Hammond Lake Water System is a single integrated water system
which has been and should continue to be operated as a single unit, and

WHEREAS the Township of Bloomfield is presently able and willing to serve the
entire Haoywod Lake Water System with Detroit City water from the Water System now
existing in Bloomfield Township, and the Township of West Bloomfield desires to purchase
water from the Township of Bloomfield to serve that part of the Hammod Lake Water
System located within West Bloomfield Township,

NOW, THEREFORE, the parties hereto agree as follows:

1. The Township of Bloomfield agrees to sell and deliver water to the Township
of West Bloomfield and the Township of West Bloomfield agrees to purchase water from
the Township of Bloomfield subject to the conditions states hereinafter.

2. The Township of Bloomfield shall construct a connection from its existing
water system to the Hammond Lake Water System forthwith and shall to the best of its
ability deliver sufficient water to the Haaoymod Lake Water System at the rates of
flow and pressures needed to meet all reasonable requirements of the customers of
the Hamod Lake Water System will be met to the extent that peak hour demand i s met
within the boundaries of the Township of Bloomfield. Provided, however, that Township
of Bloomfield shall be excused from performance hereunder if, for any reason beyond
its control it is prevented from so supplying water as provided herein. Further, the
Township of Bloomfield reserves the right to impose a sprinkling ban on the use of water
should 1t deem it advisable in the interest of the health, safety and welfare of the
users of the water. system.

3. The Township of West Bloomfield agrees to pay to the Township of Bloomfield
for all water supplied hereunder at the rate of $1.87 for each 1,000 cubic feet of
water or at such other rate as the Township of West Bloomfield is charged by the
Board of Water Commissioners of the City of Detroit, provided, however, that such
rate shall be not less than that rate then charged to Township of Bloomfield by said
City of Detroit for water.

4. All customers of the Haommod Lake Water System located in West Bloomfield
Township shall be equipped with meters at the expense of West Bloomfield Township to
determine the amount of water used by each such eustomer. West Bloomfield Township
will read all meters in their area and shall report to the Township of Bloomfield
quarterly the total amount of water used by said customers'which amount shall be
invoiced for by Bloomfield Township at the rate above stated. Further, West Bloomfield
Township is to maintain that part of the system within West Bloomfield Township,
including by way of illustration and not of limitation, hydrants, valves, meters,

5. Authorized representatives of Bloomfield Township shall be entitled at all
reasonable times to have access to the records of the Water Department of West
Bloomfield Township with respect to the Haomod Lake Water System, and shall be
entitled to meke spot checks and water meter readings within said water system.
Definciencies found to exist in the system shall be promptly corrected by the Township
of West Bloomfield at its expense.

6. The Township of West Bloomfield shall forthwith pay to the Township of
Bloomfield a capital charge equal to $100.00 for each customer connected to the
Hammond Lake Water System within West Bloomfield Township at present and for each
new customer to be connected in the future together with a dept service charge to all
customers in amount of $5.00 payable quarterly with the water service invoices provided
in paragraph 9 herefn, which capital charge and debt service charge shall constitute
the share of West Bloomfield Township in the cost to Bloomfield Township of connecting
its water system to the Haomod Lake Water System.

The word "customer” when used herein shall be defined to mean any property
which uses that quantity of water ordinarily arising from the occupancy of a residence
building by a single family of ordinary size as set forth in schedule of factors of the
Oakland County Department of Public Works, which schedule and its' provisions are
hereby incorporated herein and made a part hereof. Customers whose use of water will
be greater than that indicated above will pay a capital charge and debt service charge
computed by using the schedule of factors of Oakland County Department of Public Works.
The total assignment for any particular customer shall be a whole number capital and
debt service charge and any fractional portion thereof shall be considered the next
higher whole unit count.

7. At such time as the Township of West Bloomfield has completed its proposed
water system to serve the Sylvan Manor Subdivision and adjacent areas, West Bloomfield
Township will forthwith provide a closed valve connection from this water system to
the Hoomod Lake Water System, which connection shall be available in the event of
emergency to furnish continuous water supply to the Homod Lake Water System. The
cost of this closed valve connection shall be shared equally by West Bloomfield
Township and Bloomfield Township.

8. West Bloomfield Township will take immediate steps to acquire the property
described as Outlot A of Haymaod Lake Estates No 6, which is the present well site
for the Hammond Lake Water System, without cost to the Township of Bloomfield. In
consideration for such transfer, West Bloomfield Township agrees to take immediate
steps to abandon the purp site located thereon and to form a loop in the water system
thereafter to be served by Detroit City water from the Bloomfield Township Water
System.

9. Invoices for water service and debt service charge shall be rendered
quarterly by Bloomfield Township to Wes Bloomfield Township and delivered to the
Clerk of the Township. Such bills shall be payable thirty (30) days after they are
rendered. There shall be a further charge of five (5%) percent of the amount of the
bill if not paid on or before the due date. Al delinquent balances remaining unpaid
for one year or more shall be subject to an additional charge of six (6%) percent per
annum or total of eleven (Ad°%4ercent until paid,

10. The Township of West Bloomfield agrees to conform to all rules and
regulations of the Board of Water Commissioners of the City of Detroit pertaining to
the control of or restrictions to the use of water taken from the Detroit Water System,
and further acknowledges that this contract is subject to all of the appropriate
conditions of the contract between the City of Detroit, the Oakland County Department
of Public Works and the Township of Bloomfield, whereby the Township of Bloomfield
obtains Detroit City water for its water system, including any future amendments to
such.

11. This agreement shall inure to the benefit of and be binding upon the
respective parties hereto, their successors and assigns. This agreement shall take
effect upon its adoption and execution by the resprective parties hereto, gnd shall
continue in force for an indefinite period of time, but at least for a period of 10
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years from the date hereof. The agreement may be terminated by either party after
expiration of said 10 year period upon one (1) years written notice served upon the
other party, or at any time upon mutual consent of both parties.

After considerable discussion a motion was made by Sinclair and supported by Hulet
that the Township adopt the following ordinance:

ORDINANCE NO. 163

AN ORDINANCE RELATING TO DOGS HFROVIDING FOR THE LICENSNG THEREOF, REGULATING
THE KEEPING O D355 AND AUTHORIZING THEIR DESTRUCTION | N CERTAIN CASES IMPOGNG
FOAMES AND DUTIES ON SAID TOMWNSHP OFHCERS AND EMARLOYEES AND TO PROVIDE A FENALTY
FCR VIOLATION THEREOR

The Township of Bloomfield Ordains:

Section 1.01. Definitions. The following terms when used in this ordinance
shall have the meanings set forth in this section:

(a) "Dog' shall mean any dog, whether male, female or unsexed.

(b) The word "owner" shall include every person having a right or property
in a dog, and every person who keeps or harbors a dog or has it in his
care, and every person who permits a dog to remain in or about any premises
occupied or owned by such person.

(c) For the purposes of this ordinance, a dog shall be deemed to be under
"reasonable control” when said dog is held securely in leash by a leash
of suitable strength and length, by the owner, possessor or harborer
thereof or any other responsible person of suitable age and strength, in
an enclosed vehicle or container or on the owner's property.

(d) The words "dog warden"” when used herein shall include all members of the
police department, the health officer or that person or persons employed
by the Township for the purpose of enforcement and administration of the
provisions of this ordinance.

Section 2.01. Duty to keep Dog Under Reasonable Control. Nb person owning a
dog shall permit or allow the same to leave said person's premises except when such
dog i s under reasonable control as defined in this ordinance. Nbo dog shall be
permitted or allowed to run at large (off owner's, possessor's or harborer's
premises and not under seasonable control) within the Township of Bloomfield.

Section 3.01. Barking Dog. Nb person shall om any dog which by loud or
frequent or habitual barking or yelping or howling becomes a nuisance to adjoining
occupiers of property.

Section 4.01. Vicious Dog. No person shall om a fierce or vicious dog, or
a dog that has been bitten by any animal known to have been afflicted with rabies,
Any dog found to be vicious or afflicted with rabies shall be destroyed unless
otherwise disposed of by the owner thereof.
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Section 5.01. confining Dog for Observation. Any person who shall om a dog
which has contracted rabies, or which has been subjected to same, or which i s sus-
pected of having rabies or which has bitten any person, shall upon demand of the dog
warden produce and surrender up such dog to the dog warden, to be held in the dog
pound for treatment and observation for whatever period is necessary to ascertain
the extent of rabies. In lieu of such delivering up of such dog as aforesaid, such
person shall have the option of delivering such dog to an approved kennel for treat-
ment and observation for rabies, and shall furnish to the dog warden, written
evidence that such dog has been so delivered, provided however, that in the event
such dog be confined to a licensed veterinarian, such confinement shall be at the
sole expense of the owner of said dog, and without expense or risk on the part of
the Township of Bloomfield. |If the dog is kept in the dog pound the owner shall be
liable for and shall pay for the board of said dog as hereinafter provided for an
impounded dog.

Section 6.01. Dog _Bitten by Another Dog. 1t shall be the duty of any person
owning a dog which has been attacked or bitten by another dog or another animal
showing symptoms of rabies, to immediately notify the dog warden that such person
has such dog in his possession, and such person shall comply with all lawful orders
and requirements of the dog warden regarding treatment of such dog for rabies.

Section 7.01. Licensing Procedure. Licenses to om a dog shall be issued by
the Township Clerk or his authorized agent upon application made therefor, together
with payment of the license fee provided in this ordinance.

It shall be the duty of any person owning a dog, on or before 1967 or the 1st
day of January of any subsequent year or on or after any dog becoming 4 months of
age, or forthwith upon becoming a resident of the Township of Bloomfield, or becoming
an owner of such dog, to apply for a license for such dog. The applicant for dog
license shall give his full name, address, description of the dog and such other
information as the Clerk may require to complete the application.

Provided, however, that so long as the Board of Supervisors of Oakland County
shall, by proper resolution, in accordance with Section 287.266 of the Compiled
Lanvs of Michigan for 1948 require that application for a dog license within Oakland
County shall be accompanied by proof of vaccination of the dog for rabies 1 or 2
year vaccine origin preceding the date of the application, such application 'shall
be accompanied by proof of such vaccination; provided, that no owner of any dog for
which a license has been secured prior to October 1, 1967, for a- County, Township,
City or Village in the State of Michigan, by which owner presents evidence of rabies
vaccination within the past 1 year period, shall be required to secure any additional
license under this ordinance during calendar year of 1967.

Section 8.01. Fees. The license fees shall be as follows:
$5.00 for each dog; in case of a dog which has been duly licensed in another County,
Township, City or Village in the State of Michigan, if application is made by the
owner of such dog within 30 days after taking up residence in the Township of Bloom-
field, and at least 60 days prior to the expiration of his foreign license, the
Township Clerk shall charge $5.00 for each dog; the Clerk shall retain and file
such foreign license but shall return it to the owner thereon on demand i f at any
time the owner returns to his former jurisdiction or for any other cause desires
the return of such license and deposits with the Clerk his Township of Bloomfield
license in exchange therefor. Any person becoming owner of any dog after the 1st
day of March of any year which dog has not already been licensed, or any person
owning a dog which becomes 4 months old after the 1st day of March of any year,
shall forthwith apply for and secure a license for such dog, which license shall be
issued without penalty, in the event such application be made within 30 days after
applicant has acquired such dog or after such dog has reached the age of 4 months.

Any person owning a dog meeting the requirements of the | ast states sentence
who does not so apply for a license for such dog within 30 days after applicant
has reached the age of 4 months or any owner of a dog failing to obtain a license
as provided herein prior to March 1, shall pay an additional charge of $2.50 or a
total of $7.50 for such license. After June 1st of each year, for any dog acquired
or who becomes 4 months of age or whose owner becomes a resident of the Township
shall pay a fee of 1/2 of the respective fees for regular dog license. Duplicates
of licenses shall be issued upon payment of $.50. AIll monies received by the Clerk
shall be turned over to the Township Treasurer.
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Section 9.01. Issuance of License. Upon receipt of such application, together
with a certificate of immunization, and the license fees above provided, the Clerk
shall issue to the applicant a license for such dog for the then calendar year, and:
at the same time shall deliver to the applicant asuitable tag which shall be dated
as to year, and bear a serial number, together with the words, "License, Bloomfield
Township, Michigan”, and such serial number shall be inscribed upon the license so
issued. Such tag shall be attached to the collar or harness upon the dog for which
the same is issued and shall be worn by such dog at all times, and no person shall
remove any license tag from any dog without the consent of the owner, or the person
to whom the license was issued. Such tag or license shall be non-transferable, and
shall not be used on the collar or harness of any dog other than that of the dog
for which said tag was issued.

Section 10.01. Tem of License. All licenses issued under the provisions of
this ordinance shall be valid and operative for a term beginning the 1st day of
January in the calendar year for which such license is issued and terminating on the
| ast day of December of said year.

Section 11.01. License Required. It shall be unlawful for any person to own,
possess or harbor a dog 4 months of age or over in the Township of Bloomfield without
first having obtained a license therefor as herein provided, or to own, harbor or
possess any dog 4 months old or over that does not at all times wear a collar or
harness with official Township of Bloomfield tag attached. A1l dogs shall be immunized
against rabies prior to issuance of a license under this ordinance.

Section 12.01. Application for Kennel License. Any person who shall keep or
operate a kennel shall, in lieu of the individual license required under this
ordinance, make application to the Township Clerk or his authorized agent for a
kennel license, entitling the applicant to keep or operate a kennel. Such application
shall set forth the name and residence of the applicant and shall set forth the
number Of dogs sought to be kept thereunder. Said application shall also state the
purpose for which kennel is to be maintained and such other information as may be
requested by the Township Clerk or his authorized agent. The owning, keeping,
boarding, either permanently or temporarily, of 3 or more dogs by a person shall be
deemed the operation of a kennel for which a license hereunder i s required.

Section 13.01. License Fees for Kennel License. License fees for kennel
licenses shall be as established by resolution of the Township Board.

Section 14.01. 1ssuance of Kennel License. Upon receipt of such application,
and the license fees herein provided, the Clerk shall issue a kennel license, setting
forth the maximum number of dogs which may be kept thereunder, and at the same time
shall issue to the applicant a number of suitable tags equal to the number of dogs
authorized by such license, such tags to be the same as those herein otherwise
provided. Any dog in a kennel shall at all times wear collar or harness to which
such official Township of Bloomfield tag shall be affixed, and such tag shall be used
for no dogs other than those in said kennel.

Section 15.01. Requlation of Kennels. Dogs in kennels shall not be taken
therefrom for any purpose unless the same shall have been properly immunized as
provided in this ordinance. Where dogs in kennels have been properly immunized and
have a kennel license attached to collar or harness, the same may be taken outside
thelimits of the kennel provided they are under reasonable control as defined in
this ordinance for purposes of breeding, trial, show or sale.

Section 16.01. Responsibility for Damages. Every owner, possessor or harborer
of a dog shall be liable for damages for any and all injuries to person or property
caused by such dog, to be determined and collected in appropriate civil proceedings,
and nothing in this ordinance shall be construed to impose any liability upon the
Township of Bloomfield, its officers, agents or employees, for any damages to persons
or property caused by any dog or its owner, possessor or harborer.

Section 17.01. Dog Pound. The Township of Bloomfield may establish a dog
pound, such pound to be located in suitable quarters at such place and location as
shall be selected by the Township Board.

Section 18.01. Impounding of Dogs. It shall be the duty of the dog warden
to take up, seize and place in the dog pound all dogs that may be found running at
large or being kept or harbored in any place within the Township of Bloomfield
contrary to the provisions of this ordinance.
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Section 19.01. Release of Dogs. No dog shall be ireleased from the pound,
unless the owner, possessor or harborer or his authorized agent, shall pay a fee
set forth in the following schedule:

(a) For release of a licensed dog, properly immunized against rabies, the
sum of $5.00.

(b) Payment of the cost of boarding such dog, at a :rate of $1.50 for each
day, or a portion thereof said dog had been impounded.

(c¢) Nbo dog shall be released from said pound unless the same is properly
immunized and licensed and the cost of such immunization and licensing
shall be paid by the owner possessor or harborer in addition to the fees
herein provided.

(d) If said dog has been previously impounded for running at large or being
unlicensed within a 1-year period, the fee for release shall be $10.00.

(e) The dog warden shall keep a careful record of all dogs received by him
with a description thereof and the disposition of the same, which record
will be filed with the Clerk monthly or oftener should the Clerk require
such. He shall also, not later than the next working day after receipt,
pay to the Township Clerk all monies received by him whereupon the
Clerk shall turn such monies over to the Township Treasurer.

Section 20.01.. Unclaimed Dogs. All dogs not claimed and released within 72
hours after being impounded shall be destroyed, or if the animal is deemed valuable,
in the opinion of the dog warden, the same may be sold provided said dog be properly
immunized and licensed at the cost of the purchaser, provided however, that dogs
impounded that have been exposed to rabies or any dog that has attacked a person
shall be kept until such time and under such conditions as shall be required by the
dog warden.

Section 21.01. Quarantine. The health officer is hereby authorized to require
that any dog be quarantined, or that a quarantine be establsihed in the Township of
Bloomfield for a defined period, whenever in his opinion such measures are necessary
in order to protect the health, safety and welfare of the people of the Township
of Bloomfield.

Section 22.01. Violation Notices. The dog warden is hereby authorized upon
witnessing of violation where it is impractical or impossible to impound the dog,
to issue to the owner, possessor or harborer of such dog, a written notice of such
violation. The owner of such dog may, within 48 hours, present such notice to the
Clerk of the Township of Bloomfield and there pay the fees which would have been
imposed had such dog been impounded. If the owner of such dog shall fail to appear
within said 72 hour period, the person issuing such notice shall forthwith file a
complaint in the Justice Court and secure a warrant for the arrest of the owner,
possessor or harborer of such dog, and all further proceedings shall be had in
accordance with the rules and practices of said court.

Section 23.01. Enforcement. The Township of Bloomfield may provide a dog pound
and employ a dog warden, use the police department or contract with the Oakland
Dog Warden to enforce and administer the provisions of this ordinance.

Section 24.01. Duties of the Dog Warden. It shall be the duty of the dog
warden to make diligent inquiry as to the dogs owned, harbored or kept within the
Township and whether such dogs are licensed. Any dog found unlicensed may be seized
and impounded by such dog warden or if the owner or person possessing or harboring
such dog be known, the dog warden shall file a complaint against said owner or
person in the Township Justice Court; (provided, however, the person owning,
possessing or harboring such dog may, in lieu of having his dog seized and impounded
or having the complaint filed against him, pay to the Township Clerk for the use
of the Township of Bloomfield a fee of $10.00, which fee shall be returned to the
owner i f within 48 hours after payment of the same, said owner procures a license
for such dog).

Section 25.01. Location. Nb person owning, possessing or harboring a dog
shall permit the dog to be housed within 16 feet of any property line.

Section 26.01. Penalties. Any person or persons violating any of the provisions
of this ordinance shall, upon conviction thereof, be subject to a fine not exceeding
$100.00 or imprisonment not exceeding 90 days in the Oakland County Jail, or both
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such fine and imprisonment in the discretion of the court together with the cost of
the prosecution.

Section 27.01. Treatment of Dogs. Nb person owning, possessing or harboring
any dog, or any other person shall treat a dog in a cruel or inhuman manner, or
wilfully or negligently cause or permit a dog to suffer unnecessary torture or pain.

Section 28.01. Severance Clause. |If any section, clause or provision of this
ordinance shall be declared to be inconsistent with the constitution and the laws
of the State of Michigan and voided by any court or competent jurisdiction, said
section, clause or provision declared to be unconstitutional and void shall thereby
cease to be a part of this ordinance, butthe remainder of this ordinance shall stand
and be in full force.

Section 29.01. Short Title. This ordinance shall be known and may be cited
as "Township of Bloomfield Dog Ordinance.”

Section 30.01. Effective Date. The provisions of this ordinance shall take
effect 30 days after its publication.

ORDINANCE NO. 164

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND ORDINANCE NO. 67 KNOWN AS THE ZONING ORDINANCE.
The Township of Bloomfield Ordains:

Section 1.01. That Zoning Ordinance No. 67, known as the Zoning Ordinance is
amended by the following additions:

1. That a new section to be known and entitled as Section 1302, ONEFAMILY
CLUSTERING OPTION be added to said Ordinance reading as follows:

Section 1302. ONEFAMILY CLUSTERING OPTION

The intent of this Section is to permit the development of one-family residential
patterns which, through design innovation, will provide for sound physical transition
between major thorofares having a right-of-way width of one hundred and fifty (150)
feet or greater and adjacent one-family detached housing. To accomplish this, the
following modifications to the One-Family Residential standards as outlined in the
"SCHEDULE (F REGULATIONS' shall be permitted subject to the conditions herein imposed:

a. In all One-Family Residential Districts along said major thorofares, an area
generally parallel to the above road right-of-way, and not to exceed 360 feet
in depth, shall be permitted to develop at a density of 3.0 dwelling units
per acre (including roads). The Planning Commission may vary this 360 foot of
depth in those instances wherein the parcel in question cannot be practicably
limited to said depth, and when i1t shall find that:

(a) The parcel is of a narrow dimension and would not permit sound development,
of that portion remaining after the 360 foot of depth were subtracted from
the total depth.

(b) The development of the remaining portion of the parcel in question would,
due to topography and/or existing abutting development, more properly
related to the development on the 360 foot of depth.

2. One-Family attached homes shall be permitted when said homes are attached through
a common party wall in the garage portion of the structure there being no common
party wall relationship permitted through any other portion of the residential
unit. The maximum number of units attached in the manner shall not exceed four (4).

3. Yards may be reduced from the requirements of Section 1300 as follows:
(a) Front yards may be reduced by ten (10) feet.

(b) Side yards to one-family detached-homes may be reduced to ten (10) feet.
At least a twenty (20) foot of combined side yards shall be provided between
one-family detached homes.

(c¢) Side yards to one-family attached homes may be reduced to ten (10) feet on
the exterior end of the attached homes creating at least a twenty (20) foot
open space between said groupings of one-family attached homes.

(d) The minimum floor area required for each residence shall be equal to at |least
the minimum requirements of the R-1 One-Family Residential District.

4. In reviewing the plans and approving the application of this section to a particular
site, the Planning Commission shall require the following:

(A) All lots that abut these major thorofares shall have a rear yard or side yard
relationship to said thorofares,

{b) A landscaped berm, at least five (5) feet high, shall be provided along the
entire property line abutting the major thorofare. This berm may be included
within a required side or rear yard. The Planning Commission shall find that
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the slopes on said berms are gentle enough as not to erode when planted in
grass; and they shall review the design of the berm as it relates to street
intersections, finding that the horizontal view on oncoming traffic is not
obscured.

(c) Subdivision street ingress and egress to the major thorofares shall be kept
to a minimum.

5. In submitting a proposed layout under this section the sponsor of the development
shall include along with the site plan the proposed building elevations and floor
plan, an indication of existing and proposed public easements, topography drawn
at a two (2) foot contour interval, all computation relative to acreage and
density, details relative to the proposed berm, and any other details which will
assist in reviewing the proposed plan.

6. Approval of a site plan under this section shall be effective for a period of

‘ three years. Development not completed in this period shall be considered as
abandoned and authorization shall expire requiring that any proposed development

| thereafter shall be reviewed and approved by the Planning Commission. Any proposed

change in site plan or building plans, after approval is had, shall require review

and approval by the Planning Commission prior to effecting said change.

7. Further site plan review by the Planning Commission shall be provided in
Ordinance No. 133 insofar as such review provided for therein is not inconsistent
with the provisions herein provided.

Beginning at existing 8 inch water main in the cul-de-sac at the north end of Lakeland
Lane, Island L.ake Woods No. 1l; 720 feet of 6 inch water main northeasterly in Island
Lake Lane, Island Lake Woods No. 2.

AND WHEREAS, the Township Board has caused to be prepared by the Township Engineers,
plans showing the improvement and location thereof and an estimate of the cost thereof;

AND WHEREAS, after due and legal notice, the Township Board has met and heard all
persons interested therein with respect to the petition, the improvements and the special
assessment district;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT:

1. The Township Board hereby determines to make the proposed improvements as des-—
cribed in the 3rd preamble paragraph hereto.

Township, Oakland County, Michigan.

4, The Supervisor is hereby directed to make a special assessment roll in which shall
be described all the parcels of land to be assessed as above set forth with the names of
the owners thereof, if known, and the total amount to be assessed against each parcel of
land, which amount shall be such relative portion of the whole sum to be levied against
all parcels of land in the assessment district as the benefit to such parcel of land bears
to the total benefit to all parcels of land in the special assessment district.

5. When the Supervisor shall have completed the special assessment roll, he shall
affix thereto his certificate stating that said roll was made pursuant to a resolution
of the Township Board of the Township of Bloomfield, adopted March 25, 1968, and that
in making the assessment roll, he has according to his best judgment conformed in all
respects to the directions contained in said resolution and the statutes of the State of
Michigan and the Supervisor shall then report the special assessment roll with his cert-
ificate attached thereto to the Township Board.
