This resolution makes appropriations, provides for the
expenditure of the appropriations, and provides for the disposition of all income
received by Bloomfield Township on a fund or account group basis; and

WHEREAS the Township 2006-2007 Budget is hereby adopted and shall
be permanently placed on file in the Clerk's office and available for public view;
and

BE IT RESOLVED, that no Township Board member or employee of
Bloomfield Township shall expend any funds or obligate expenditures of any
funds except pursuant to appropriations made by the Board. Changes in the
amount appropriated by the Township Board shall require approval by the
Township Board; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Township Supervisor is hereby
charged with general supervision of the execution of the budget adopted by the
Township Board and shall hold the department heads and employees
responsible for performance of their responsibilities within the amounts
appropriated by the Township Board.

Public Hearing.

Medical Control Committee; Deputy Medical Examiner, Oakland County; Adjunct
Clinical Professor, University of Detroit-Mercy; Assistant Professor, Dept. of
Emergency Medicine, Wayne State University; Associate Professor, Dept. of
Medicine, College of Human Medicine, Michigan State University; and Fellow,
American College of Emergency Physicians.

And Trustee Barnett asked for a quick response
time for this study.

Supervisor Payne advised the Board that Ordinance 569 was introduced to the
Board at the February 27, 2006 meeting. The amendments are frontage and
restaurant separation footage requirements.
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MOTION by Stefanes and SUPPORT by Barnett to ADOPT Ordinance 569 and
APPROVE the Liquor Licensing Resolution.

CHARTER TOWNSHIP OF BLOOMFIELD
ORDINANCE NO. 569

AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND ORDINANCE NO. 265, AS AMENDED BY
ORDINANCE NO. 556, KNOWN AS THE ZONING ORDINANCE, TO AMEND
THE PROVISIONS ALLOWING RESTAURANTS FOR THE SALE OF BEER,
WINE, AND/OR SPIRITS IN B-2 COMMUNITY BUSINESS DISTRICT AND B-3
GENERAL BUSINESS DISTRICT.

THE CHARTER TOWNSHIP OF BLOOMFIELD ORDAINS:

Section 1.01. The Zoning Ordinance No. 265, as previously amended, known
as the Zoning Ordinance, is amended by revising Article VII, B-2, Community
Business District, Section 701, and Article VII, B-3, General Business District,
Section 801 and further amending Ordinance No. 556 by amending Sections 701
and 801.

Section 2.01. Change or revise by adding to and deleting from Article VII, B-2,
Community Business District, Section 701 to read:

Section 701. Principal Uses Subject to Special Conditions:

The following uses shall be permitted after review and approval of the site
plan by the Planning Commission, subject to the conditions therein imposed for
each use:

1. Restaurants for the sale of beer, wine and/or spirits for consumption
on the premises shall be permitted in locations B-2 Community
Business Districts all subject to the following locational criteria:

a. Class C and/or Tavern Licensed restaurants must be
developed in connection with and incidental to a bona fide
restaurant operation or banquet hall offering a full and
complete menu for food which is served within the confines
of the structure. This shall be construed to exclude fast
food service types of restaurants. Should a question arise
as to the degree of incidentalness of the sale of beer, wine
and/or spirits, the Township shall require an affidavit from
the licensee stating the percentage of gross income during
the prior 12-month period from the sale of food and
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alcoholic beverages. In no case shall the sale of beer,
wine and/or spirits exceed more than 50% of the total
gross sales.

b. Frontage of the structure housing the place of business
shall be on a major thoroughfare having a right-of-way of
one hundred fifty (150) feet or greater.

c. Off-street parking when said use is located in a shopping
center shall be computed separately of the required off-
street parking required by the balance of the center.

d. Restaurants serving liquor and/or beer and wine shall be
located at least 250 feet from each other. This provision
shall not apply to restaurants in any commercial strip
center in existence as of 2005.

Section 3.01. Change or revise by adding to or deleting from Article VII, B-3,
General Business District, Section 801 to read:

Section 801, Principle Uses Subject to Special Conditions.

9. Class C and/or Tavern License restaurants for the sale of beer, wine
and/or spirits for consumption on the premises shall be permitted in
locations in B-3 general business districts all subject to the locational
criteria set forth in Section 701, subsection 1, paragraphs (a) through
(d).

Section 4.01. Pursuant to the provisions of Section 11 of Act 184 of the Public
Acts of 1943 as amended, the provisions of this Ordinance shall become
effective eight (8) days from the date of publication.

Section 5.01. Savings. All proceedings pending and all rights and liabilities
existing, acquired or incurred at the time this Ordinance takes effect, are saved
and may be consummated according to the law when they were commenced.

Section 6.01. Severability. If any section, clause or provision of this Ordinance
shall be declared to be unconstitutional, void, illegal or ineffective by any Court of
competent jurisdiction, such section, clause or provision declared to be
unconstitutional, void or illegal shall thereby cease to be a part of this Ordinance, but
the remainder of this Ordinance shall stand and be in full force and effect.

Section 7.01. Adoption. This Ordinance is hereby declared to have been
adopted by the Township Board of the Charter Township of Bloomfield at a
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meeting thereof duly called and held on the 13th day of March, 2006, and
ordered to be given publication in the manner prescribed by law.

CHARTER TOWNSHIP OF BLOOMFIELD BOARD OF TRUSTEES

LIQUOR LICENSING RESOLUTION

A motion was made by Stefanes and supported by Barnett as follows;

WHEREAS, the Charter Township of Bloomfield is required under the
statute in such a case made and provided to approve an application for license to
sell beer and wine and spirits for consumption on the premises within the Charter
Township of Bloomfield before such a license may be issued; and

WHEREAS, the Township Board believes that its participation in this
statutory duty is more than a pro forma role and is therefore one of substance,
and the approval should only be given when the best interest of the Township
requires it,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the following criteria
governing the approval of applications for the sale of beer, wine and spirits for
consumption on the premises be applied, to wit:

1. Applicant for a license must furnish the Charter Township of
Bloomfield Board with the following information:

a) Location of the establishment, zoning class, legal description
and layout of the plat, including proposed parking facilities;

b) Description of the proposed or existing building, including a
photo or architect's drawing;

c) Evidence of financial responsibility;

d) Personal and previous business references;

e) Names and addresses of principals;

f) Type of restaurant, seating capacity.

2. The following criteria will be considered by the Township Board in
approving or disapproving any application:

a) Recommendation by the Charter Township of Bloomfield
Police Department.

b) Recommendation by the Charter Township of Bloomfield
Fire Department.

c) Recommendation by the Charter Township of Bloomfield
Planning Commission which shall find that the following
locational criteria have been met:

1. The district in which the use is proposed shall only be
a B-2 Community Business and B-3 General
Business District.

2. Class C and/or Tavern Licensed restaurants must be
developed in connection with and incidental to a bona
fide restaurant operation or banquet hall offering a full
and complete menu for food which is served within
the confines of the structure. This shall be construed
to exclude fast food service types of restaurants.
Should a question arise as to the degree of
incidentalness of the sale of beer, wine and/or spirits,
the Township shall require an affidavit from the
licensee stating the percentage of gross income

- during the prior 12-month period from thesaleof food
and alcoholic beverages. In no case shall the sale of
beer, wine and/or spirits exceed more than 50% of the
total gross sales.

3. Frontage of the structure housing the place of
business shall be on a major thoroughfare having a
right-of-way of one hundred fifty (150) feet or greater.
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4. Off-street parking when said use is located in a
shopping center shall be computed separately of the
required off-street parking required by the balance of
the center.

5. Restaurants serving liquor and/or beer and wine shall
be located at least 250 feet from each other. This
provision shall not apply to restaurants in any
commercial strip center in existence as of 2005.

6. No retail package outlet shall be established in a new
structure, or opened upon existing premises closer
than two thousand (2,000) feet from any public or
parochial elementary, intermediate and/or high school
offering courses in general education. Such distance
shall be measured following the shortest route of
travel along a public thoroughfare, from the main
entrance of said place of business to any entrance to
the school.

7. All retail package outlets shall be at least two
thousand six hundred forty (2,640) feet from any other
licensed outlet. They shall not be allowed in shopping
centers with total floor areas of less than 50,000
square feet.

8. The number of licenses within any given shopping
center locale.

9. SDD and SDM licenses shall not exceed one for each
3,000 population.

10. And other such criteria as may be deemed necessary
in the best interest of the Township.

3: If approval is granted by the Charter Township of Bloomfield Board,
each applicant shall file with the Charter Township of Bloomfield
Board, a cash bond in the principal amount of $2,000.00. The
condition of such bond being that the applicant for such license will
commence business thereupon within a period of six months after
final approval and issuance of such license by the State of
Michigan Liquor Control Commission.
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4. The above criteria shall not apply to licenses heretofore issued and
in force within the Charter Township of Bloomfield.

5. Nothing herein shall be held to require the Charter Township of
Bloomfield to issue any license nor in any way limit the discretion of
the Township Board except as above provided.

ITEM #6 Consider Revised 5-year Goose Round Up Resolution

Clerk Roncelli advised the Board that a Goose Round Up Resolution is required
by the Michigan Department of Natural Resources (MDNR) to allow for the
control of the Canadian Geese population. She stated that a 5-year resolution
had been completed last year, but that it needed to specifically list euthanasia as
an option.

Trustee Savoie asked if the geese would be removed or euthanized. Clerk
Roncelli responded that the MDNR makes the decision. They (MDNR) will
remove the geese to another area whenever possible.

MOTION by Stefanes and SUPPORT by Devine to APPROVE the Revised 5-
year Goose Round Up Resolution.

RESOLUTION

GOOSE ROUND-UP
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WHEREAS, there is an increasing need for different techniques to resolve
urban geese conflicts; and

WHEREAS, nest destruction is one possible tool to control site-specific
nuisance goose problems; and

WHEREAS, the birds removed may be released at other sites within or
outside the State or may be disposed of by euthanasia; and

WHEREAS, the MDNR has set the forth guidelines, for those interested in
receiving a permit, that allows the removal and destruction of real goose eggs to
assist in goose population control; and

WHEREAS the application must be obtained from the Michigan
Department of Natural Resources Wildlife Division (DNR Wildlife Division); and

WHEREAS a lake association, which represents property owners on the
subject lake/body of water/site, can submit the appropriate forms/paperwork to
the DNR Wildlife Division and are responsible for adhering to the appropriate
DNR requirements and procedures; and

WHEREAS this Resolution includes, but is not limited to the following lake
associations/lakes:

Echo Lake, Forest Lake, Gilbert Lake, Hammond Lake, Heather Lake in
Chestnut Run North Subdivision, Hunter Lake, Island Lake, Kern Lake, Kirkwood
Lake, Lower Long Lake, Meadow Lake, Minnow Lake, Orange Lake, Shorewood
Lake, Sodon Lake, Upper Long Lake, Wabeek Country Club and Wing Lake; and

WHEREAS this Resolution submitted will be valid for a 5-year period, but
the applicant must apply annually for the program 2006 - 2011.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED the Charter Township of
Bloomfield does hereby adopt this resolution for the control of the goose
population for 2006 - 2011 on this 13th day of March 2006.

RESOLUTION

IN RE: COMPLIANCE WITH REQUIREMENTS OF COMPUTERIZED TAX
ROLL AND REQUEST FOR OAKLAND COUNTY TO APPLY FOR USE OF A
COMPUTERIZED TAX ROLL

WHEREAS, The General Property Tax Act (P.A. 206 of 1893 as amended
b y P A 112 of 1990, P.A. 415 of 1994 and P.A. 505 of 202), sets forth the
conditions that must be met for the State Tax Commission to authorize the use of
a computerized database as the tax roll; and

WHEREAS, the State Tax Commission shall authorize the use of a
computerized data base system as the tax roll if the local tax collecting unit or the
county treasurer demonstrates that the proposed system has the capacity to
enable a local unit to comply and the local unit complies with all of the following
requirements:

(a) An original precollection tax roll shall be printed from the computerized
database and warranted by the assessor. That printed precollection tax roll shall
be maintained by the assessor until the expiration of the redemption period
provided in section 78k following the entry of a judgment foreclosing property
forfeited for delinquent taxes under section 78g, or the resolution of all pending
appeals, whichever is later.
(b) A separate computer printout of all parcel splits and combinations,
including sufficient information to document the accuracy of the splits or
combinations, shall be prepared and maintained by the assessor until the
expiration of the redemption period provided in section 78k following the entry of
a judgment foreclosing property forfeited for delinquent taxes under section 78g,
or the resolution of all pending appeals, whichever is later.
(c) A separate computer printout of all corrections and adjustments to the
precollection tax roll authorized by action of the board of review, state tax
commission, or tax tribunal, including sufficient information to document the
accuracy of all corrections and adjustments, shall be prepared and maintained by
the assessor until the expiration of the redemption period provided in section 78k
following the entry of a judgment foreclosing property forfeited for delinquent

taxes under section 78g, or the resolution of all pending appeals, whichever is
later.
(d) The local tax collecting treasurer and the assessor shall produce a final
computer printed settlement tax roll to certify taxes collected. The assessor shall
certify that taxable values, state equalized valuations, adjusted valuations, and
the spread of taxes and adjusted taxes are correctly recorded in the settlement
tax roll. The local tax-collecting treasurer shall certify delinquent taxes and certify
that all tax collections are posted on the settlement tax roll. Those certifications
and the settlement tax roll shall be transmitted to the county treasurer as required
by Section 55 of the General Property Tax Act. The affidavit attached to the
settlement tax roll shall include documentation that authorizes and reports all
changes in the precollection tax roll.
(e) The treasurer of the local tax-collecting unit shall prepare and maintain a
journal of the collections totaled and reconciled to the amount of actual
collections daily.
(f) A payment of the tax shall be posted to the computerized data base
system using a transaction or receipt number with the date of payment. A posting
on the computerized data base system is considered the entry of the fact and
date of payment in an indelible manner on the tax roll as required by section
46(2).
(g) The computerized data base system has internal and external security
procedures sufficient to assure the integrity of the system.
(h) The local tax-collecting unit is capable of making available a posted
computer printed tax roll at any time.
(i) The computerized data base system has a "Read Only" Terminal or other
procedure for public viewing of the posted tax roll.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the local tax-collecting unit,
Bloomfield Township complies with all of the requirements of the State Tax
Commission, including those listed above, for use of a computerized database as
the tax roll.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the local tax collecting unit, Bloomfield
Township authorizes the Oakland County Treasurer to request on our behalf,
approval from the State Tax Commission to use a computerized database as the
tax roll.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that a certified copy of this resolution be
provided to the Oakland County Treasurer.

ITEM #8 Update on Log Cabin Preservation

Supervisor Payne reminded the Board that the Log Cabin preservation was last
discussed at the meeting on December 12, 2005. At that time, the Bloomfield
Historical Society was looking for a place to provide temporary storage of the log
cabin, but did not know if the property owner would relinquish the structure. The
owner has given the building to the Bloomfield Historical Society. A donation for
moving the structure has been pledged. However, the Bloomfield Historical
Society does not have the expertise for moving this building. They are asking the
Township to allow bids on relocating the structure. The cost is estimated to be
$10,000.00 - $20,000.00. If the Township takes bids, then it will come back to
the Board for approval.

Yamasaki Associates, Inc. presented two alternative building plans, Scheme B
and Scheme C, as requested from the last study session. Both were reviewed
and discussed regarding square footage, approximate cost and cost savings.
Scheme B had an estimated savings of $400,00.00, while Scheme C reflected a
savings of $900,000. The location of the Fire Department and the Senior Center
were the most challenging issues in terms of parking and overall operation on the
particular sites. Alternatives for access on Exeter were entertained.

Other locations for the Senior Center were discussed, including Hickory Grove
and Telegraph, the Bloomfield Hills Farm property, and the Bloomfield Hills
School District property where their maintenance building is located. There has
been some discussion between the school district and the Township regarding
consolidation of maintenance functions.

The Trustees evaluated the total amount of the project, projected to be $26M,
and its impact on a millage request. The difference in cost between the three
plans was also reviewed.

Negative issues to be confronted were the current state of the economy in
Michigan, the necessity for the Senior Center and Fire Department renovations
along with the Public Works Building, and the poor condition of our roads in the
Township. The ramifications of a millage that lost were explored.

The Board asked Supervisor Payne to meet with Superintendent Gaynor,
Bloomfield Hills School District, for purposes of negotiating a possible
consolidation of maintenance services that would include use of the school
property for the Senior Center.

RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING ISSUANCE OF
GENERAL OBLIGATION LIMITED TAX BONDS, SERIES 2006

WHEREAS, the Township Board of the Charter Township of Bloomfield (the "Township") has
determined to undertake improvements to the Township's water supply system (the "Water System")
consisting of water main replacement and improvements for the Hickory Heights Subdivision area and
improvements to the existing Westbourne booster pumping facility (collectively, the "Project"); and

WHEREAS, the Township is authorized to issue bonds under Section 517 of Act 34, Public Acts of
Michigan, 2001, as amended ("Act 34") and use the proceeds of the sale of such bonds to pay all or part of
the cost of capital improvement items such as the Project; and

WHEREAS, the Township has determined that it is in the best interest of the Township to issue
~ bonds under Section 517-of Act 34 for the purpose of paying the cost of the Project.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE TOWNSHIP BOARD OF THE CHARTER
TOWNSHIP OF BLOOMFIELD, OAKLAND COUNTY, MICHIGAN, as follows:

1. AUTHORIZATION OF BONDS - PURPOSE. Bonds of the Township aggregating the
principal sum of Four Million Four Hundred Seventy Thousand Dollars ($4,470,000) shall be issued and sold
for the purpose of defraying the cost of the Project.

3. PAYMENT OF PRINCIPAL AND INTEREST. The principal of and interest on the bonds
shall be payable in lawful money of the United States. Principal shall be payable upon presentation and
surrender of the bonds to the bond registrar and paying agent as they severally mature. Interest shall be
paid to the registered owner of each bond as shown on the registration books at the close of business on the
15th day of the calendar month preceding the month in which the interest payment is due. Interest shall be
paid when due by check or draft drawn upon and mailed by the bond registrar and paying agent to the
registered owner at the registered address.

4. BOOK-ENTRY SYSTEM. Initially, one fully-registered bond for each maturity, in the
aggregate amount of such maturity, shall be issued in the name of Cede & Co., as nominee of The
Depository Trust Company ("DTC") for the benefit of other parties (the "Participants") in the book-entry-only
transfer system of DTC. In the event the Township determines that it is in the best interest of the Township
not to continue the book-entry system of transfer or that the interests of the holders of the bonds might be
adversely affected if the book-entry system of transfer is continued, the Township may notify DTC and the
bond registrar and paying agent, whereupon DTC will notify the Participants of the availability through DTC
of bond certificates. In such event, the bond registrar and paying agent shall deliver, transfer and exchange
bond certificates as requested by DTC and any Participant or "beneficial owner" in appropriate amounts in
accordance with this Bond Resolution. DTC may determine to discontinue providing its services with
respect to the bonds at any time by giving notice to the Township and the bond registrar and paying agent
and discharging its responsibilities with respect thereto under applicable law or the Township may determine
that DTC is incapable of discharging its duties and may so advise DTC. In either such event, the Township
shall use reasonable efforts to locate another securities depository. Under such circumstances (if there is
no successor securities depository), the Township and the bond registrar and paying agent shall be
obligated to deliver bond certificates in accordance with the procedures established by this Bond Resolution.
In the event bond certificates are issued, the provisions of this Bond Resolution shall apply to, among other
things, the transfer and exchange of such certificates and the method of payment of principal of and interest

- on suchcertificates. Whenever DTC requests the Township and the bond registrar and paying agent to do
so, the Township and the bond registrar and paying agent shall cooperate with DTC in taking appropriate
action after reasonable notice to make available one or more separate certificates evidencing the bonds to
any Participant having bonds certificated to its DTC account or to arrange for another securities depository
to maintain custody of certificates evidencing the bonds.

Notwithstanding any other provision of this Bond Resolution to the contrary, so long as any bond is
registered in the name of Cede & Co., as nominee of DTC, all payments with respect to the principal of,
interest on and redemption premium, if any, on the bonds and all notices with respect to the bonds shall be
made and given, respectively, to DTC as provided in the Blanket Issuer Letter of Representations between
DTC and the Township, and the Supervisor is authorized to sign such additional documents as he deems
necessary or appropriate in order to accomplish the issuance of the bonds in accordance with law and this

- Bond Resolution.

5. MANDATORY PRIOR REDEMPTION. If any of the bonds are designated by the original
purchaser as term bonds such bonds shall be subject to mandatory prior redemption at par and accrued
interest in accordance with the maturity schedule set forth in Section 2 hereof and upon the terms and
conditions set forth in the form of bond contained in Section 10 hereof. The bonds to be redeemed shall be
selected by lot.

6. OPTIONAL PRIOR REDEMPTION. The bonds shall be subject to optional redemption
prior to maturity upon the terms and conditions set forth in the form of bond contained in Section 10 hereof.
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7. BOND REGISTRAR AND PAYING AGENT. The Township shall designate, and may enter
into an agreement with, a bond registrar and paying agent for the bonds which shall be a bank or trust
company located in the State of Michigan which is qualified to act in such capacity under the laws of the
United States of America or the State of Michigan. The Township may from time to time as required
designate a similarly qualified successor bond registrar and paying agent.

8. EXECUTION, AUTHENTICATION AND DELIVERY OF BONDS. The bonds shall be
executed in the name of the Township by the manual or facsimile signatures of the Supervisor and the
Township Clerk and authenticated by the manual signature of an authorized representative of the bond
registrar and paying agent, and the seal of the Township (or a facsimile thereof) shall be impressed or
imprinted on the bonds. After the bonds have been executed and authenticated for delivery to the original
purchaser thereof, they shall be delivered by the Township Treasurer to the purchaser upon receipt of the
purchase price.

11. SECURITY. The revenues derived from the users of the Water System are pledged for the

payment of the principal of and interest on the bonds. The bonds shall also be limited tax general
obligations of the Township. The full faith and credit of the Township are pledged for the prompt payment of
the principal of and interest on the bonds as the same shall become due. Each year the Township shall be
obligated, as a first budget obligation, to advance moneys from its general funds or to levy ad valorem
property taxes on all taxable property within its corporate boundaries to pay such principal and interest as
the same become due in the event and to the extent that the revenues derived from the users of the Water
System are not sufficient to make such payment. The ability of the Township to raise funds to pay such
amounts is subject to applicable constitutional/statutory and charter-limitations on the taxing power of the
Township. Nothing in this Section 11 shall preclude the Township from issuing revenue bonds pursuant to
Act 94, Public Acts of Michigan, 1933, as amended, to pay the costs of further improvements to the Water
System and pledging the revenues derived from the users of the Water System for the payment of such
revenue bonds on a parity basis with the bonds authorized herein.

12. DEFEASANCE. In the event cash or direct obligations of the United States or obligations
the principal of and interest on which are guaranteed by the United States, or a combination thereof, the
principal of and interest on which, without reinvestment, come due at times and in amounts sufficient to pay,
at maturity or irrevocable call for earlier optional redemption, the principal of, premium, if any, and interest on
the bonds, or any portion thereof, shall have been deposited in trust, this Bond Resolution shall be defeased
with respect to such bonds, and the owners of the bonds shall have no further rights under this Bond
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Resolution except to receive payment of the principal of, premium, if any, and interest on such bonds from
the cash or securities deposited in trust and the interest and gains thereon and to transfer and exchange
bonds as provided herein.

13. PRINCIPAL AND INTEREST FUND. There shall be established for the bonds a Principal
and Interest Fund which shall be kept in a separate bank account.

16. APPROVAL OF MICHIGAN DEPARTMENT OF TREASURY. The issuance and sale of
the bonds is subject to approval being granted therefor by the Department of Treasury of the State of
Michigan in accordance with Act 34, and the Township has been granted qualified status by the Department
of Treasury as provided in Act 34.

17. SALE. ISSUANCE. DELIVERY, TRANSFER AND EXCHANGE OF BONDS. The
Township shall sell the bonds at not less than 99% of their par value and accrued interest in accordance
with the laws of this state. The Supervisor, the Township Clerk and the Township Treasurer are each
authorized to execute and deliver such certificates or documents as bond counsel shall require and to do all
other things necessary to effectuate the sale, issuance, delivery, transfer and exchange of the bonds in
accordance with the provisions of this Bond Resolution.

18. REPLACEMENT OF BONDS. Upon receipt by the Township Clerk of proof of ownership
of an unmatured bond, of satisfactory evidence that the bond has been lost, apparently destroyed or
wrongfully taken and of security or indemnity which complies with applicable law and is satisfactory to the
Township Clerk, the Township Clerk may authorize the bond registrar and paying agent to deliver a new
executed bond to replace the bond lost, apparently destroyed or wrongfully taken in compliance with
applicable law.
