AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF BLOOMFIELD
TOWNSHIP, CHAPTER 42, ZONING TO AMEND THE PROVISIONS TO ALLOW
CINEMAS TO SELL BEER, WINE, AND/OR SPIRITS WITHIN A MIXED USE
DEVELOPMENT CENTER IN THE B-3 GENERAL BUSINESS DISTRICT.

THE CHARTER TOWNSHIP OF BLOOMFIELD ORDAINS:

Article III, Section 42-339 Uses Permitted after review and approval for the B-3 General
Business District of the Bloomfield Charter Township Code, is hereby amended to read as
follows:
Section 1.
Sec. 42-339. Uses permitted after review and approval.
The following uses may be permitted after review and approval of the use and site plan by
the township board, following recommendation of the planning commission, subject to
township board determination, in its discretion, that all of the standards in section 42-87
would be met, and subject to the conditions herein imposed for each use:
(10) Cinemas with a Class C and/or tavern license that are an integral use within a mixed-use
development center authorized under a Development Agreement.

a. Class C and/or tavern-licensed cinemas shall be for the sale of beer, wine
and/or spirits for consumption on the premises as incidental to the principal
cinema use activity.

b. Off-street parking shall be computed as part of the shared parking study for the
mixed-use development center approved by the Township.

c. For purposes of this section, mixed-use development centers may include
residential, retail, office, entertainment, and/or restaurant uses.

Section 2.
Subsections (10) through (14) to remain and be renumbered accordingly.

Section 3. Repealer.
All Ordinances or parts of Ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby repealed only to

the extent necessary to give this Ordinance full force and effect.
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Section 4. Savings.
All proceedings pending and all rights and liabilities existing, acquired or incurred

at the time this Ordinance takes effect, are saved and may be consummated according to
the law when they were commenced.
Section 5. Severabilitv.

If any section, clause or provision of this Ordinance shall be declared to be
unconstitutional, void, illegal or ineffective by any Court of competent jurisdiction, such
section, clause or provision declared to be unconstitutional, void or illegal shall thereby
cease to be a part of this Ordinance, but the remainder of this Ordinance shall stand and
be in full force and effect.

Section 6. Effective Date.
The provisions of this Ordinance are hereby ordered to take effect immediately

upon publication in the manner prescribed by law.

Section 7 Adoption.
This Ordinance is hereby declared to have been adopted by the Township Board

of the Charter Township of Bloomfield at a meeting thereof duly called and held on the
13th day of October, 2008, and ordered to be given publication in the manner prescribed
by law.

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RESOLVED WHEREAS, the Charter Township of Bloomfield, Michigan hereinafter
referred to as the "GOVERNMENTAL BODY," periodically applies to the Michigan
Department of Transportation, hereinafter referred to as the "DEPARTMENT," for permits,
referred to as "PERMIT," to construct, operate, use and/or maintain utility or other
facilities, or to conduct other activities, on, over, and under state trunkline right of way at
various locations within and adjacent to its corporate limits;

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the DEPARTMENT granting such PERMIT, the
GOVERNMENTAL BODY agrees that:

Each party to this Agreement shall remain responsible for any claims arising out of
their own acts and/or omissions during the performance of this Agreement, as provided
by law.

This Agreement is not intended to increase either party's liability for, or immunity
from, tort claims.

This Agreement is not intended nor shall it be interpreted, as giving either party
hereto a right of indemnification, either by Agreement or at law, for claims arising out of
the performance of this Agreement.

1. Any work performed for the GOVERNMENTAL BODY by a contractor or
subcontractor will be solely as a contractor for the GOVERNMENTAL BODY
and not as a contractor or agent of the DEPARTMENT. Any claims by any
contractor or subcontractor will be the sole responsibility of the
GOVERNMENTAL BODY. The DEPARTMENT shall not be subject to any
obligations or liabilities by vendors and contractors of the
GOVERNMENTAL BODY, or their subcontractors or any other person not a
party to the PERMIT without its specific prior written consent and
notwithstanding the issuance of the PERMIT.

2. The GOVERNMENTAL BODY shall take no unlawful action or conduct,
which arises either directly or indirectly out of its obligations, responsibilities,
and duties under the PERMIT which results in claims being asserted against
or judgment being imposed against the State of Michigan, the Michigan
Transportation Commission, the DEPARTMENT, and all officers, agents
and employees thereof and those contracting governmental bodies
performing permit activities for the DEPARTMENT and all officers, agents,
and employees thereof, pursuant to a maintenance contract. In the event
that the same occurs, for the purposes of the PERMIT, it will be considered
as a breach of the PERMIT thereby giving the State of Michigan, the
DEPARTMENT, and/or the Michigan Transportation Commission a right to
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seek and obtain any necessary relief or remedy, including, but not by way of
limitation, a judgment for money damages.

3. It will, by its own volition and/or request by the DEPARTMENT, promptly
restore and/or correct physical or operating damages to any State trunkline
right of way resulting from the installation construction, operation and/or
maintenance of the GOVERNMENTAL BODY'S facilities according to a
PERMIT issued by the DEPARTMENT.

4. With respect to any activities authorized by PERMIT, when the
GOVERNMENTAL BODY requires insurance on its own or its contractor's
behalf it shall also require that such policy include as names insured the
State of Michigan, the Transportation Commission, the DEPARTMENT, and
all officers, agents, and employees thereof and those governmental bodies
performing permit activities for the DEPARTMENT and all officers, agents,
and employees thereof, pursuant to a maintenance contract.

5. The incorporation by the DEPARTMENT of this resolution as part of a
PERMIT does not prevent the DEPARTMENT from requiring additional
performance security or insurance before issuance of a PERMIT.

6. This resolution shall continue in force from this date until cancelled by the
GOVERNMENTAL BODY or the DEPARTMENT with no less than (30) days
prior written notice to the other party. It will not be cancelled or otherwise
terminated by the GOVERNMENTAL BODY with regard to any PERMIT
which has already been issued or activity which has already been
undertaken.

The Citizens
Research Council of Michigan projects a budget deficit challenge that will continue to
grow through fiscal year 2017 under current and future spending pressure increases; and

WHEREAS, the cause is due to spending pressure increases that outpace revenue
growth. Townships throughout Michigan have faced the loss of most revenue from
Statutory Sales Tax, and a $6 billion structural deficit will greatly impact needed revenue
sharing and grants from the state; and

WHEREAS, the "gaps" between the State's projected revenues and spending are in
conflict with the provisions in the Michigan Constitution. Balancing the budget on a yearly
basis that requires depleting reserves and using non-recurring resource will further put
Michigan in a position where we will not have fund reserves or a solid credit rating; and

WHEREAS, the Bloomfield Township Board of Trustees, after review and discussion,
supports the adoption of resolution #08125; and

WHEREAS, the Bloomfield Township Board of Trustees further recommends the support
and adoption of said resolution by all Oakland County Municipalities.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Bloomfield Township Board of Trustees
is asking Governor Granholm and Michigan's legislators to make the necessary policy
changes to address the very critical State's structural budget deficits and secure for the
future of the State, and Oakland County, long-term balance to the budget and economy.
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BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that it is further recommended that a copy of our support
be sent to Oakland County Townships, delegation to the Michigan House and Senate
representing Oakland County, leaders of the Michigan House and Senate, and the
Michigan Township Association.

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WHEREAS at the October 1, 2008 Pre-hearing Conference, the Administrative Law
Judge issued an Order, attached as Exhibit A, ordering all of the Petitioners to meet and
discuss the appointment of "Representative Petitioners" pursuant to Rule 324.59e(1)(d) of
the Michigan Administrative Code; and,

WHEREAS Rule 324.59e(1)(d) states the Office of Administrative Hearings may on its
own motion appoint a representative petitioner to fairly and adequately assert and protect
the interests of all petitioners; and,

WHEREAS without waiving any objection that Rule 324.59e(1)(d) is violative of the
Township's due process rights, the Township seeks to be appointed as a representative
petitioner to assert and protect its interests, and the interests of other similarly situated
petitioners.

Dave Piche', Fire Chief, made the presentation. The Urban Areas Security Initiative
(UASI) was established to provide financial assistance to states and municipalities for
preventing and responding to acts of terrorism. The UASI regional board has approved
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funding for an Urban Search and Rescue Team to meet the need of adequate response
to a large-scale collapse caused by an act of terrorism.

The Detroit area team is called Michigan Task Force One. The Bloomfield Township Fire
Department has five members who have been selected for this team and will receive
specialized training. They will assist other communities in times of crisis, but may refuse if
operations must be maintained in the Township.

The agreement may be dissolved with a 30-day written notice.

ITEM #6 Shopping Center Carts

Joseph Radanovich, a resident of the Township, brought his concern with shopping
center carts being left in handicap parking places to the Board. Township administration,
their attorney and traffic consultant, Police and Planning, Building & Ordinance
Department met to review the matter and determine if any regulations could be imposed.

ITEM #7 Identity Theft Prevention Program

Under the Federal Trade Commission's Red Flag Rules, any municipality that maintains
utility billing accounts must establish an "Identity Theft Prevention Program." The program
is designed to detect, prevent, and mitigate identity theft in connection with certain
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accounts and was originally required to be adopted by November 1, 2008, but a six-
month extension has been issued.

IDENTITY THEFT PREVENTION PROGRAM

EFFECTIVE DATE:

October 27, 2008

Purpose

To establish an Identity Theft Prevention Program designed to detect, prevent and
mitigate identity theft in connection with the opening of a covered account or an existing
covered account and to provide for continued administration of the Program in
compliance with the Federal Trade Commission's Red Flags Rule (Part 681 of Title 16 of
the Code of Federal Regulations) implementing Sections 114 and 315 of the Fair and
Accurate Credit Transactions Act (FACTA) of 2003.

Under the Red Flag Rule, every financial institution and creditor, including a municipality
that maintains utility billing accounts, is required to establish an "Identity Theft Prevention
Program" tailored to its size, complexity and the nature of its operation. Each program
must contain reasonable policies and procedures to:

1. Identify relevant Red Flags for new and existing covered accounts and
incorporate those Red Flags into the Program;

2. Detect Red Flags that have been incorporated into the Program;
3. Respond appropriately to any Red Flags that are detected to prevent and

mitigate Identity Theft; and
4. Ensure the Program is updated periodically, to reflect changes in risks to

customers/users or to the safety and soundness of the creditor from Identity
Theft.

Definitions

Identifying information means any name or number that may be used, alone or in
conjunction with any other information, to identify a specific person, including: name,
address, telephone number, social security number, date of birth, government issued
driver's license or identification number, alien registration number, government passport
number, employer or taxpayer identification number, unique electronic identification
number, computer's Internet Protocol address, or routing code.

Identity theft means fraud committed or attempted using the identifying information of
another person without authority.
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A covered account means:

1. An account that a financial institution or creditor offers or maintains, primarily for
personal, family, or household purposes that involves or is designed to permit
multiple payments or transactions. Covered accounts include credit card accounts,
mortgage loans, automobile loans, margin accounts, cell phone accounts, utility
accounts, checking accounts and savings accounts; and

2. Any other account that a financial institution or creditor, or municipality, offers or
maintains for which there is a reasonably foreseeable risk to customers/users or to
the safety and soundness of the financial institution or creditor or municipality from
identity theft, including financial, operational, compliance, reputation or litigation
risks.

A red flag means a pattern, practice or specific activity that indicates the possible
existence of identity theft.

A. IDENTIFICATION OF RED FLAGS. The Township identifies the following red
flags, in each of the listed categories:

1. Suspicious Documents
i. Identification document or card that appears to be forged, altered or

inauthentic;
ii. Identification document or card on which a person's photograph or

physical description is not consistent with the person presenting the
document;

iii. Other document with information that is not consistent with existing
customer/user information (such as if a person's signature on a check
appears forged); and

iv. Application for service that appears to have been altered or forged.

2. Suspicious Personal Identifying Information
i. Identifying information presented that is inconsistent with other

information the customer/user provides (example: inconsistent birth
dates);

ii. Identifying information presented that is inconsistent with other sources
of information (for instance, an address not matching an address on a
credit report);

iii. Identifying information presented that is the same as information shown
on other applications that were found to be fraudulent;

iv. Identifying information presented that is consistent with fraudulent
activity (such as an invalid phone number or fictitious billing address);

v. Social security number presented that is the same as one given by
another customer/user;
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vi. An address or phone number presented that is the same as that of
another person;

vii. A person fails to provide complete personal identifying information on an
application when reminded to do so (however, by law social security
numbers must not be required); and

viii. A person's identifying information is not consistent with the information
that is on file for the customer/user.

3. Suspicious Account Activity or Unusual Use of Account
i. Change of address for an account followed by a request to change the

account holder's name;
ii. Payments stop on an otherwise consistently up-to-date account;
iii. Account used in a way that is not consistent with prior use (example:

very high activity);
iv. Mail sent to the account holder is repeatedly returned as undeliverable;
v. Notice to the Township that a customer/user is not receiving mail sent by

the Township;
vi. Notice to the Township that an account has unauthorized activity;
vii. Breach in the Township's computer system security; and
viii. Unauthorized access to or use of customer/user account information.

4. Alerts from Others
i. Notice to the Township from a customer/user, identity theft victim, law

enforcement or other person that it has opened or is maintaining a
fraudulent account for a person engaged in Identity Theft.

B. DETECTING RED FLAGS.

1. New Accounts. In order to detect any of the Red Flags identified above
associated with the opening of a new account, Township personnel will take the
following steps to obtain and verify the identity of the person opening the
account:

i. Require certain identifying information such as name, date of birth,
residential or business address, principal place of business for an entity,
driver's license or other identification;

ii. Verify the customer's/user's identity (for instance, review a driver's
license or other identification card);

iii. Review documentation showing the existence of a business entity;
and/or

iv. Independently contact the customer/user.

2. Existing Accounts. In order to detect any of the Red Flags identified above
for an existing account, Township personnel will take the following steps to
monitor transactions with an account:
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i. Verify the identification of customers/users if they request information (in
person, via telephone, via facsimile, via email);

ii. Verify the validity of requests to change billing addresses; and
iii. Verify changes in banking information, if any, given for billing and

payment purposes.

C. PREVENTING AND MITIGATING IDENTITY THEFT.

1. Prevent and Mitigate. In the event Township personnel detect any identified
Red Flags, such personnel shall take one or more of the following steps,
depending on the degree of risk posed by the Red Flag:

i. Continue to monitor an account for evidence of Identity Theft;
ii. Contact the customer/user;
iii. Change any passwords or other security devices that permit access to

accounts;
iv. Not open a new account;
v. Close an existing account;
vi. Reopen an account with a new number;
vii. Notify the Township Supervisor for determination of the appropriate

step(s) to take;
viii. Notify law enforcement; and/or
ix. Determine that no response is warranted under the particular

circumstances.

2. Protect customer/user-identifying information. In order to further prevent
the likelihood of identity theft occurring with respect to Township accounts, the
Township will take the following steps with respect to its internal operating
procedures to protect customer/user identifying information:

i. Ensure that its website is secure or provide clear notice that the website
is not secure;

ii. Ensure complete and secure destruction of paper documents and
computer files containing customer/user information;

iii. Ensure that office computers are password protected and that computer
screens lock after a set period of time;

iv. Keep offices clear of papers containing customer/user information;
v. Request only the last 4 digits of social security numbers (if any);
vi. Ensure computer virus protection is up to date; and
vii. Require and keep only the kinds of customer/user information that are

necessary for utility purposes.

D. PROGRAM UPDATES. This Program will be periodically reviewed and updated to
reflect changes in risks to customers/users and the soundness of the Township
from Identity Theft. The Township Supervisor, in conjunction with the Township
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Treasurer and Director of Public Works will consider the Township's experiences
with Identity Theft situations, changes in Identity Theft methods, changes in
Identity Theft detection and prevention methods, changes in types of accounts the
Township maintains and changes in the Township's business arrangements with
other entities. After considering these factors, the Township Supervisor, with the
assistance of the Township, and Director of Public Works will determine whether
changes to the Program, including the listing of Red Flags, are warranted. If
warranted, the Township Supervisor will present the Township Board with his/her
recommended changes and the Board will make a determination of whether to
accept, modify or reject those changes to the Program.

E. PROGRAM ADMINISTRATION.

1. Oversight. Responsibility for developing, implementing and updating this
Program lies with an Identity Theft Committee for the Township. The
Committee is headed by the Township Supervisor, with the Township Treasurer
and Director of Public Works comprising the remainder of the committee
membership. The Township Supervisor will be responsible for the Program
administration, for ensuring appropriate training of Township staff on the
Program, for reviewing any staff reports regarding the detection of Red Flags
and the steps for preventing and mitigating Identity Theft, determining which
steps of prevention and mitigation should be taken in particular circumstances
and considering periodic changes to the Program.

2. Staff Training and Reports. Township staff responsible for implementing the
Program shall be trained either by or under the direction of the Township
Supervisor in the detection of Red Flags, and the responsive steps to be taken
when a Red Flag is detected. Township staff is required to provide reports to
the Program Administrator on incidents of Identity Theft, the Township's
compliance with the Program and the effectiveness of the Program.

3. Specific Program Elements and Confidentiality. For the effectiveness of
Identity Theft prevention Programs, the Red Flag Rule envisions a degree of
confidentiality regarding the Township's specific practices relating to Identity
Theft detection, prevention and mitigation. Therefore, under this Program,
knowledge of such specific practices is to be limited to the Identity Theft
Committee and those employees who need to know them for purposes of
preventing Identity Theft. Because this Program is to be adopted by a public
body and thus publicly available, it would be counterproductive to list these
specific practices here. Therefore, only the Program's general red flag
detection, implementation and prevention practices are listed in this document.

Authority & Revisions
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This policy is enacted immediately upon approval of the Township Commission, as
reflected in the regular meeting minutes dated October 27, 2008. Revisions to this policy
shall only be enacted when approved by the Township Board and reflected in the
applicable meeting minutes. This policy shall be reviewed at least biennially by the
Township Board and updated as appropriate.

WHEREAS, the Charter Township Act (Sec 18, cited in MCL 42.18) and the Urban
Cooperation Act of 1967, (MCL 124.501 et seq.) authorizes public agencies to work
together to provide mutual aid and assistance to both public and private water and
wastewater utilities in need of emergency assistance caused by natural or man-made
disasters, and

WHEREAS, the features of the proposed Mutual Aid and Assistance Agreement
under consideration gives sole discretion to Members whether or not to respond to a
request for assistance, or to what extend to respond to a request for assistance from a
requesting Member, and provides for cost re-imbursement by the requesting Member to
the responding Member, and

WHEREAS, Bloomfield Township will retain complete discretion and authority to
withdraw some or all of its resources furnished to a requesting member at any time, and
may withdraw from MI-WARN, for any reason, upon seven (7) days notice to the
Committee, and

WHEREAS, legal counsel for the Township has reviewed the draft Mutual Aid and
Assistance Agreement, in conjunction with the director of the Department of Public
Works, and have approved the proposed Agreement, and

WHEREAS, the Members have agreed to enter into this "Michigan
Water/Wastewater Agency Response Network Mutual Aid Agreement," to describe the
terms and conditions under which emergency assistance may be requested and provided,
and

WHEREAS, by executing the Agreement, the Parties express their intent to
participate in a program of Mutual Aid and Assistance within the State of Michigan, now
therefore,

It is hereby resolved that the Charter Township of Bloomfield authorizes the
entering into the Mutual Aid and Assistance Agreement with the Michigan
Water/Wastewater Agency Response Network, and the execution of the Agreement by
the Supervisor.

The second motion was a request to go back and certify the October
3, 2008 order so that Comcast could file an interlocutory appeal (an appeal that occurs in the
middle of a case and only addresses one or two issues) with the 6th Circuit Court of Appeals in
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Cleveland. A decision is still pending regarding the Township's motion for reconsideration and
will, hopefully, be ruled on within the next two weeks. Once that occurs, the six questions
regarding case procedure guidance will be sent to the Federal Communications Commission
(FCC), which will presumably not happen until the first of the year.

In addition, Attorney Kolb advised the Board that the loss of Chairman Dingell on the Energy
and Commerce Committee is also an enormous defeat for the car industry and the State of
Michigan.

PENSION FIDUCIARY REVIEW:

Treasurer Devine advised the Board that at the end of each year (December), an adjustment must be
made to the Defined Benefit Pension Plan Investment Portfolio. This year the amount required to meet
the plan's minimum funding liability (MFL) is 6.7 million dollars. Usually a transfer is made from the
plan's stock portfolio to fund this liability. However, with the current state of the economy and the value
of the stock portfolio, it is not advisable to sell stock assets at this time. In March, a contribution
(approximately 5 million dollars) must be made to the stock portfolio of the plan to pay for the 2009
employer cost of the plan. The issue the Board must decide is whether to pay the 6.7 million entirely
from the stock portfolio or use the $5 million from operating funds and only $1.7 million from the stock
portfolio for the MFL payment (due 12/17/08).

The overall defined benefit plan stock portfolio has much lower returns this review than the last formal
review in June 2008. There was a 34 percent drop in the value of the holdings - $21,242,815 to
$13,957,687.

The overall portfolio has had a negative return of 6.4 percent since its inception, which is still a better
performance than the benchmarks (negative returns of 8 - 12 percent). The stock portfolio is just a
portion (currently less than 20 percent) of the Township's DB plan investments; the majority of the
assets are invested in fixed income funds.

Stock fund benchmarks were reviewed and the stock portfolio has out-performed the benchmarks in
most categories. For the past year the stock portfolio has not out-performed the S&P 500, however the
portfolio has out-performed the S&P 500 since inception.

Next year under the Government Accounting Standard (GASB) 45, retiree health care liability will have
to be disclosed. Currently, the Township has an unfunded liability of $60,646,000 over a thirty-year
period. During the first quarter of next year, an outside source will complete a report regarding long-
term funding.

TREE ORDINANCE DRAFT:

Meghan Bonfiglio, Public Works Manager, Noah Mehalski, Environmental Specialist, Patti McCullough,
Director of Planning and Building, and Wayne Domine, Director of Engineering and Environmental
made the presentation.

The Township's drafted ordinance is modeled after Northville and surrounding communities that have a
Tree Ordinance. Its purpose is to protect landmark and regulated trees and focuses on new
development, re-development and clear-cutting. Clear-cutting is the removal of all trees and most, if not
all, vegetation from an area. A permit would not be required for any single-family home that does not
have a building permit.

This ordinance is less stringent than other communities as the regulated tree size would be eight inches
or greater for the Diameter Breast Height (DBH) as compared to many municipalities which regulates
six inches or greater.

The Township's main objective for this ordinance is to prevent clear cutting of lots with minimal intrusion
to homeowners.

It was the consensus of the Board to proceed with normal ordinance adoption procedures, i.e. the
ordinance will be presented to the Planning Commission in January 2009 and, if approved, introduced
to the Board in March.
