ZONING ORDINANCE NO, 169

An Ordinance enacted under Act 184, Public Acts of 1943, as amended, governing
the unincorporated portions of the Township of Bloomfield, Oakland County,
Michigan, to regulate and restrict the location and use of buildings, structures,
and land for trade, industry, residence and for public and semi-public or other
specified uses; and to regulate and limit the height and bulk of buildings and
other structures; to regulate and to determine the size of yards, courts, and
open spaces; to regulate and limit the density of population; and for said pur-
poses to divide the Township into districts and establishing the boundaries
thereof; providing for changes in the regulations, restrictions and boundaries
of such districts, defining certain terms used herein; providing for enforcement;:
establishing a Board of Appeals; and imposing penalties for the violation of this

‘ ordlnance.




PREAMBLE

Pursuant to the authority conferred by the Public Acts of the State of Michigan
in such case, made and provided and for the purpose of promoting and protecting
the public health, safety, peace, morals, comfort, convenience and general wel-
fare of the inhabitants of the Township of Bloomfield by protecting and con-
serving the character and social and economic stability of the residential,
commercial, industrial and other use areas; by securing the most appropriate
use of land; preventing over-crowding of land and undue congestion of population;
providing adequate light, air, and reasonable access; and facilitating adequate
and economical provision of transportation, water, sewers, schools, recreation
and other public requirements and by other means, all in accordance with a com-
prehensive plan; now therefore:

ENACTING CLAUSE

The Township of Bloomfield Ordains:

ARTICLE 1 - SHORT TITLE

SEC. 100. This Ordinance shall be known and may be cited as the Township of
Bloomfield Zoning Ordinance.

ARTICLE IT CONSTRUCTION OF LANGUAGE AND DEFINITIONS

SEC. 200. CONSTRUCTION OF LANGUAGE:

The following rules of construction apply to the text of this
Ordinance: '

1. The particular shall control the general.

2. In case of any difference of meaning or implication between
the text of this Ordinance and any caption or illustration,
the text shall control.

3. The word "shall" is always mandatory and not discretionary.
The word "may” is permissive.

4. Words used in the present tense shall include the future;
and - words used in the singular number shall include the plural,
and the plural the singular, unless the context clearly indicates
the contrary.

5. A "building" or "structure" includes any part thereof.

6. The phrase "used for" includes "arranged for," "designed for,"
"intended for,"” "maintained for," or "occupied for."

7. The word "person” includes an individual, a corporation, a
partnership, an incorporated association, or any other similar
entity.

8. TUnless the context clearly indicates the contrary, where a
regulation involves two or more items, conditions, provisions,

or- events connected by the conjunction "and," "or," "either
ceseee or," the conjunction shall be interpreted as follows:
a. "And" indicates that all the connected items, conditions,

provisions, or events shall apply.

b. "Or" indicates that the connected items, conditions, pro-
visions, or events may apply singly or in any combination.

¢. "Either...oxr" indicates that the connected items, conditions,

provisions or events shall apply singly but not in combination.

SEC. 201 DEFINITIONS:

For the purpose of this Ordinance terms not herein defined shall
have the meaning customarily assigned to them; and certain terms
or words used herein shall be interpreted as follows:

1. Accessory Use, or Accessory: An "accessory use" is a use
which is clearly incidental to, customarily found in con-
nection with, and (except in the case of accessory off-




street parking spaces or loading) located on the same zoning
lot as, the principal use to which it is related.

When "accessory" is used in the text, it shall have the same
meaning as accessory use.

An accessory use includes, but is not limited to, the following:
a. Residential accommodations for servants and/or caretakers.

b. Swimming pools for the use of the occupants of a residence,
or their guests.

c. Domestic or agricultural storage in a barn, shed, tool room
or similar accessory building or other structures.

d. A newstand primarily for the convenience of the occupants of
a building, which is located wholly within such building and
has no exterior signs or displays.

e. Storage of merchandise normally carried in stock in con-
nection with a business or industrial use, unless such
storage is excluded in the applicable district regulations.

[

f. Storage on the premises of goods used in or produced by
industrial uses or related activities, unless such storage
is excluded in the applicable district regulations.

g. Accessory off-street parking spaces, open or enclosed, subject
to the accessory off-street parking regulations for the dis-
trict in which the zoning lot is located.

h. TUses. clearly incidental to a main use such as but not limited
to: offices of an industrial or commercial complex located
on the site of the commercial or industrial complex.

1. Accessory off-street loading, subject to the off-street loading
regulations for the district in which the zoning lot is located.

j. Accessory signs, subject to the sign regulations for the
district in which the zoning lot is located.

2. Alley: 1Is a dedicated public way affording a secondary means of
access to abutting property, and not intended for general traffic
circulation.

3. Alterations: Is any change, addition, or modification in con-
struction or type of occupancy, or in the structural members of a
building, such as walls or partitions, columns, beams or girders,
the consummated act of which may be referred to herein as "altered”
or "reconstructed."

4. Apartments: TIs a suite of rooms or a room in a multiple-family
building arranged and intended for a place of residence of a
single family or a group of individuals living together as a
single housekeeping unit. The dwelling units in a multiple dwell-
ing are defined as:

a. One Bedroom Units: Is a dwelling unit containing a minimum
net floor area of at least four hundred and fifty (450) square
feet per unit, consisting of not more than three (3) rooms,
in addition to kitchen and necessary sanitary facilities, and
for the purpose of computing density shall be considered as a
three (3) room unit.

b. Two Bedroom Unit: Is a dwelling unit containing a minimum
net floor area of at least six hundred (600) square feet per
unit, consisting of not more than four (4) rooms, in addition
to kitchen and necessary sanitary facilities, and for the
purpose of computing density shall be considered as a four
(4) room unit.

¢. Three or More Bedroom Unit: Is a dwelling unit wherein for
each room in addition to the four (4) rooms permitted in a
two (2) bedroom unit, there shall be provided an additional
