ARTICLE I - MEETING OF COMMISSION

Regular Meetings: The planning commission shall hold
at least 4- regular meetings each year at such time and
place designated by the chairman. Additional meetings
may be called by the chairman or by 2 members upon
written request to the secretary, who shall send written
notice to all members at least 1 week in advance.

Special Mee-fcin^s; A special meeting of the planning
commission for any purpose or purposes may be called by
the Chairman, or by 2 members upon written request to
the secretary stating the purpose of the proposed meet-
ing. At least 1 week's notice in advance of the purpose,
time and place of the meeting shall be sent by the sec-
retary to all members.

Place of Meetings: All meetings of the planning com-
mission shall be held at Bloomfield Township Hall unless
otherwise designated by the chairman. All meetings
shall be open to the public.

Notice of Meetings: Except in cases where a future meet-
ing date is announced during a duly scheduled meeting of
the planning commission or where other provision is made
by statute, notice of each meeting, regular or special,
shall be given to each member at least 1 week in advance
by the secretary or someone on his behalf. No publication
of any notice of a meeting shall be required except in
special cases where prescribed by statute. Notice of
any meeting shall not be required to be given any member
who shall attend such meeting in person or waive notice
thereof in writing, whether signed before or after the
time of the meeting.

Section 5. Business To Be Transacted: At each regular meeting of the
planning commission and at any and all adjournments there-
of any business may be transacted whether or not it is
stated in the call for such meeting or in a waiver of
notice thereof. Robert's Rules of Order shall prevail at
all meetings unless waived by all members present.

Quorum: At all meetings of the planning commission a
majority of its members appointed to office shall be pres-
ent in person to constitute a quorum for the transaction
of business except as otherwise provided by law. In the
absence of a quorum a majority of those present and
entitled to vote may adjourn the meeting from time to
time. At any adjourned meeting at which a quorum may be
present any business may be transacted which might have
been transacted at the meeting as originally called.

Yoting: Each member of the commission shall be entitled
to one vote upon all questions presented and decisions
rendered by the commission. Any member may demand an in-
dividual count of votes for or against any action requiring
a vote.



Section 8. Organization; At every meeting the chairman or in his
absence the vice chairman, or in the absence of both
the chairman and vice chairman, a chairman chosen by a
majority of the members present shall act as chairman.
The secretary shall keep minutes of the matters trans-
acted at each meeting.
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ARTICLE II - OFFICERS

Section 1. lumber; The officers of the planning commission shall
be a chairman, vice chairman, and secretary elected
from its members and such other officers and agents as
it may deem advisable.

Section 2. Election and Term of Office: The officers shall be
elected annually for a term of 1 year. Each officer
shall hold his office until his successor shall have
been duly elected, or until his death, resignation or
removal as provided hereinafter.

Section 3. Chairman: The chairman shall preside at all meetings
and have general supervision over the business and work
of the planning commission and over its several officers.
He is designated also as the first member of the Zoning
board of Appeals.

Section 4. Vice Chairman: At the request or in the absence or
disability of the chairman, the vice chairman shall
perform all the duties of the chairman and when so
acting shall have all the powers of, and be subject to
all the restrictions upon, the chairman.

Section 5. Secretary: The secretary shall keep the minutes of the
meetings of the planning commission in books provided
for this purpose and shall perform all duties incident to
such office and such other duties as from time to time
may be assigned to him by the chairman.

Section 6. Additional Officers: The chairman may appoint such other
officers and agents as the business of the planning
commission may require with such authority and duties as
may be approved by the commission.

Section 7. Removal: Any officer may be removed, either with or
without cause, by the vote of a majority of the members
of the planning commission at a regular or special meet-
ing of the commission called for that purpose.

Section 8: Resignation: Any officer may resign at any time by
giving written notice to the chairman or secretary to
become effective immediately unless otherwise specified
therein.

Section 9. Vacancies: A vacancy in any office because of death,
resignation, removal or any other cause shall be filled
for the unexpired portion of the term in the manner
prescribed in these By-Laws for regular elections or
appointments to such office.

ARTICLE III - COMMITTEES

Section 1. Selection: The planning commission may appoint from
time to time such committees as it deems advisable for
such purposes, duties and powers as the commission may
designate.

Section 2. Composition: The planning commission may appoint advisory
committees outside of its membership. The chairman and
township supervisor shall be members ex-officio on all
committees.

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ARTICLE IV - MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS

Reports and Records: The planning commission shall
keep a public record of its resolutions, transactions,
findings and determinations. It shall make an annual
written report to the township "board concerning its
operations and the status of planning activities,
including recommendations regarding actions "by the
township board relating to planning and development.

Compensation; Budget: Members of the planning commission
may be compensated for their services as provided by the
township board. The planning commission may make and
administer regulations relative to compensation for the
travel of its members and employees when engaged in the
performance of activities authorized by the township
planning commission, including attendance at conferences
and meetings. The planning commission shall prepare a
detailed budget and submit same to the township board
for approval.

Section 3. Petition Procedure: Any person who seeks action by the
planning commission on matters over which it has
jurisdiction shall file a written petition containing
such information and data as required by the commission
on prescribed forms to be filed with the township clerk
in accordance with existing rules established by it.

Section 4-. Authentication or Records: Any action, documents, or
papers requiring the signature of an authorized officer
of the planning commission may be authenticated and
signed by the secretary and such other person or persons
as the chairman may designate.

ARTICLE V - AMENDMENTS

Section 1. These By-Laws may be altered, amended, added to or repealed
in whole or in part by the affirmative vote of at least
2/3 of the members at any regular or special meeting
whether or not the notice of such meeting shall have
included the alteration, amendment, addition to or re-
pealing of the By-Laws as a purpose of the meeting.

1. The meeting was called to order Toy Chairman Proctor at
8:00 P.M. in the Township Hall and was announced as a public meeting
pursuant to published notice thereof for the purpose of considering
certain changes, amendments and additions to Ordinance ifo. 21 (Zoning
Ordinance) and the Building Zone Map attached thereto and referred to
as the Multiple Dwelling Zoning Amendment.

2. The Chairman stated the Board intended to review and
discuss two phases of the proposed amendment - i.e. the detailed
provisions of the amendment and the specific locations to which it
would apply in the township. He further stated that after SLimmary
presentations by Mr. Chapman and Mr. Tilican, the audience was in-
vited to comment, make suggestions and ask questions on the proposed
amendment.

3. Mr. Chapman summarized the purpose and operation of
multiple zoning with emphasis on the need for transitional zoning from
residential to commercial in certain areas of the township.

4. Mr. Viliean presented an explanation of the technical
provisions of the amendment and reviewed it in detail.

5. The meeting was then opened for questions and comments
on (l) the provisions of the amendment followed by (2) consideration
of specific locations for multiples. These comments and remarks are
summarized with reference to the geographical location of the residence
of the speakers to the proposed multiple zones indicated on the map as
A, B, C, D, E, and £ as follows:

a. Property owner of 2304 Hillcrest (A) asked for
benefits of such a change to the township. Mr.
Proctor pointed out one of the benefits was to
provide a mode of living to some high income
groups with a minimitm of household tasks and
freedom from maintaining a lawn, etc.

b. Mr. Adler asked for the difference "between row
houses and terraces and Mr. Vilican explained
the use of two stories for row houses and one
story for terrace units.

c. George Schaeffer, 6827 Cedarbrook, (I?) filed a
petition stating those in his area objected to
any such change.

d. Mr. Buckstrom (A), 1921 Sq. lake Rd. said too
many people would use the lake. Messrs. Charles
Martin, Haggar, and Portney (A) were all opposed
to multiples because it would tend to be a
nuisance and spoil the lake frontage.

e. Mrs. Pickering (A) asked about possible tax
increase of multiples were established.

f. Harry Ault (B), 2654 Roxies, feels residents
moved into township to avoid multiples and
commercial uses. Donald Itfewcomb (B & C) feels
playgrounds should be substituted for multiples.

g. John Poos (B) speaking for property ower on
Woodward at Millington stated the proposed
multiple area should be larger.
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h. Mr. Toy, 4-59 Henley, (0) inquired as to dwellings
"backing up to street. Mr. Proctor advised the
ordinance could not control architectural detail,

i. Frank Antrobus, Col"berry Park, (33) opposed
multiples and said commercial was enough of a
problem already there.

j. Wm. Harrison, Bloomfield Village, objected to
multiples at (D) because they would be of inferior
construction and depreciate rapidly,

k. Dick Larkin, 6727 White Pine, (P) desired trees
and green belt for transition and that amendment
be submitted to a referendum.

1. Several expressed concern about over crowding
schools and increased tax burden. Mr. Yilican
stated about 3 classrooms would be needed for
number of acres used as multiples and that the
tax revenue would far surpass single residence
units,

m. Mr. Fleming of Poxcroft (P) suggested waiting for
completion of master plan,

n. Hugo Hills had a petition signed against multiples
at Opdyke and Sq. Lake Rd. Mr. DeLorion (C) spoke
for this group.

o. Westchester residents suggested one story units.

6. Mr. G-etsigner pointed out the purpose of transitional
zoning in our township, the need to take immediate action to forestall
further commercial encroachment such as already approved by the circuit
court at Telegraph and Maple, and the careful and conscientious study
of the proposed amendment by this Planning Commission and the Township
Board.

7. Mr. Hulet and Mr. Case commented briefly on the township
efforts to control conmiercial development by the proposed amendment.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING BLOOMFIELD TOWNSHIP
ZONING ORDINANCE NO. 21, BI ADDING A SECTION
PROVIDING FOR MULTIPLE-FAMILY DWELLING.

THE TOWNSHIP OF BLOOMFIELD ORDAINS:.

1. That the Bloomfield Township Zoning Ordinance, being

Ordinance No. 21, be amended by adding the following to

Section 1, entitled Definitions;

MULTIPLE-FAMILY DWELLING;

The dwelling units in a multiple dwelling as defined hereini

1. One Bedroom Unit

A dwelling unit containing a minimum net floor
area of at least 500 square feet per unit con-
sisting of not more than three (3; rooms in
addition to kitchen and full bath.

2. Two Bedroom Unit

A dwelling unit containing a minimum net floor
area of at least 650 square feet per unit, con-
sisting of not more than four (4) rooms in
addition to kitchen and full bath.

3. Three or more Bedroom Units

For each room in addition to the four (4) rooms
permitted in a two (2) bedroom unit, there shall
be provided an additional area of 150 square feet
to the minimum net floor area of 650 square feet.

ROW HOUSE:

Is a twe (2) story row of three (3) or more attached, one (1)
family dwellings, not more than two (2) rooms deep, each unit
of which extends from foundation to roof.

TERRASE:

Is a one (1) or two (2) story row of three (3) or more attached,
one (1) family dwelling, not more than two (2) rooms deep, and
having the total dwelling space on one (1) floor.

2. That Ordinance No. 21 be amended by the addition of a

new section therein to be know as Section VI-A-Multiple-Family

Residential zone, as follows:

SECTION VI-A-MULTIPLE-FAMILY RESIDENTIAL ZONE:

PREAMBLE:

The Multiple-Family Residential zone is designed to provide sites
for multiple-family dwelling structures which will generally serve
as zones of transition between Commercial Zones and the lower
density single-Family Residential Zones. The Multiple-Family
Dwelling zone is further provided to serve the limited needs in an
otherwise low density, single-family residential area.

- 1 -
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USES PERMITTED;

In a Multiple-Family Residential zone no building or land,
except as otherwise provided in this ordinance, shall be
erected or used except for one or more of the following
specified purposes;

1. All principal uses permitted in Residence Zones 2
and Zones 3 with the lot area, yard, and floor area
requirements equal to at least the requirement of
the immediately adjacent Residential zone.

2. Two-Family Dwellings.

3. Multiple-Family Dwellings.

4. Accessory buildings and uses customarily incident to
any of the above permitted uses.

USES PERMITTED ON SPECIAL APPROVAL;

The following uses shall be permitted subject to the review
and approval of the site plan, size and design by the Board
of Appeals, and subject to the conditions herein imposed for
each use;

1. General Hospitals, except those for criminals and
those solely for the treatment of persons who are
mentally ill or have contagious disease, not to
exceed two (2) stories above grade, when the follow-
ing conditions are met;

a.
All such hospitals shall be developed only on
sites consisting of at least five (5) acres in
area, and shall not be permitted on a lot or
lots of record.

b.
The proposed site shall have at least one property
line abutting a major thorofare (a thorofare of at
least 120 feet of right-of-way, existing or proposed).

c.
The minimum distance of any main or accessory building
from bounding lot lines or streets shall be at least
one hundred (100) feet for front, rear, and side yard
for all two (2) story structures.

d.
Ambulance and delivery areas shall be obscured from
all residential view with an obscuring wall or fence
six (6) feet in height. Ingress and egress to the
site shall be directly from a major thorofare (a
thorofare of at least 120 feet of right-of-way,
existing or proposed).

e.
All ingress and egress to the off-street parking area,
for guests, employees, staff, as well as any other uses
of the hospital facility, shall be directly from a
major thorofare.

2. Accessory buildings and uses customarily incident to any
of the above permitted uses.

3. Automobile parking space to be provided as required in
Section VIII, Off-Street Parking Facilities.

b. Eighty (80) percent of the trailer coach sites shall contain
a minimum area of at least three thousand (3,000) square
feet, and twenty (20) percent shall contain a minimum area
of at least two thousand four hundred (2,400) square feet.

c. All trailer Courts shall have access to Federal Highways
within the Township by directly abutting thereon. ]?rontage
on said highway shall be equal to at least four hundred (400)
feet of width.

d. A completely obscuring wall or fence, four (4) feet in height
shall be provided on all sides of the Trailer Court, with the
exception of that portion providing ingress and egress.
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e. All Trailer Court development shall further comply with Act
143 of Public Acts of the State of Michigna, 1939 as amended.

f. The parking of a trailer coach, for periods exceeding twenty-
four (24) hours, on lands not approved for Trailer Courts shall
"be expressly prohibited, except that the Building Inspector may
extend temporary permits allowing the parking of a trailer coach
in a rear yard on private property not to exceed a period of two
(2) weeks. All trailer coaches owned by residents of the Towrskip
and stored on their individual lots shall be stored within a
completely enclosed accessory structure or attached garage. All
such trailer coaches parked or stored, shall not be connected to
sanitary facilities and shall not be occupied.

Along with this amendment the following definitions should be included
in the ordinance:

Trailer Coagh (Mobile Home): Is any vehicle designed, used, or
so constructed as to permit its being used as a conveyance upon
the public streets or highways and duly licensable as such,
and constructed in such a manner as will permit occupancy thereof
as a dwelling or sleeping place for one or more persons.

Trailer Court:Any plot of ground designed for the use of, an
occupied by trailer coaches in keeping with requirements set
forth in this ordinance.

Mr. Ebggenhop also has travel trailer
for vacations and cannot afford to store trailer, he feels we
are jeopardizing his opportunity for happiness, in eliminating
the parking of house trailers on private property. It was stated
that others in the area,store items such as Horse trailers, farm
equipment, lumber, kindling etc. that is much more offensive
than their trailers. The public hearing was adjourned at 8:15
the board will consider the hardships of the people present at
the public hearing from the Ward Orchards area, as well as the
complaints from the residents in other areas regarding the
nuisance of parking trailers in driveways. Further discussion
will be held at the December 2nd meeting.

Mr. Yilican presented several aspects of the revision of the
zoning in Bloomfield Township, however, the meeting was adjourned
early to allow for the members to watch a television on program
on planning.

Motion was made by Preston seconded and approved to accept the minutes
of the last meeting as corrected.

The trailer ordinance was again discussed. It was suggested that
boats, tractors, dogs etc. should be under a regulatory control
rather than in the ordinance. Motion was made by Proctor seconded
by Snively and approved to recommend the approval of the trailer
ordinance to the Township Board subject to the clearance of paragraph
F, as to the enforceability of paragraph F, by the township attorney.

Discussion was also held on the commercial at the corner of Opdyke ^
and South Boulevard. No decision was made on the commercial change
at this time, however Mr. Vilican feels that commercial could be
used in this area, but not in the quantity requested.

Mr. Vilican explained that there was sufficient commercial in the
township, but it was not properly distributed. The east side of the
township is definitely lacking in convenience shopping.

Discussion was held on the over all planning, and maps were reviewed
by Mp. Vilican. Mr. Vilican stated the average income of the
Township was $17,200. He stated about the same amount of money
was spent in convenience shopping with a $9,000 income as a $17,200
income.

Mr. Vilican stated Bloomfield Hills School district would need
approximately 14 schools.

At the next meeting a general land use map will be discussed,
The Township Board at a joint meeting with the Zoning Commission
will be held at the Vineyards on February 20th.

Next regular meeting will be held on Wednesday January 4th.

Motion made and approved to adjourn the meeting at 10:30 p.m.
